DEATH OF THE ARCHBISHOP OF a

PARIS.

‘The Archbishop of Panis, accomnpanied by two
of s Grand Vicars, MM. Jacquenet aud Bavi
nat, weot ou Sunday of his own accord to Gene-
ral Cavaigoio, at the Palais Bourbon, where he
bas established lus head quarters. He offered
himself to go among themsurgents, as the bea:-
or of words of peace to them, and 10 place hun-
solf and his clergy at tho servico of the Republic.
Geaeral Cavaignac unmediately gare orders tha
every facility should be given to the veuerable
drelate, who, accompanied by hiscolloagues, wen
immediately to the barricades, carrs ing with lim
General Cavaignac's proclamation 1o the nsur-
gonts. Three members of the Nauunal Assem-
bly, MM. Larabit, Galh Cazalet, and Druet-Des-
vaux, volunteered to accompany lum. On ins
way citizens wnd svldiers {ell 0o their knees,
begging lus blessing, but eatreating him not tu
proceed. He rophied that hes duty led him o
tisk tus life, and he kept repeating-—Jtonas au-
fem pastor dat vilam svaw pro nobus sus.  He
passed scvoras ambulances on the way, whero he
entcred in, and blessed the wounded. Oa Ins
arrival at the formmidable barricade of the ['au.
hourg Si. Antane, the Archinshop and hus Grand
Vicats adranced 1o speak to tho 1nsurgonts, A
man in a blpuso preceded lum with a branch 1n
token of peaco. The Aschlishop appeared on
the barricade ; the combatants hesuated and
paused for sumo moments. A good deal uf al
tercation touk place between the insurgents aid
the citizens, wliea uafurtunately the former were
slarnied by the sound of the beat of drum. “T'hey
thought that tho attack was abou. to recommmence;
some shots woro discharged on buth sides, and|?
qahappily une of the balls struck the Archinshop,
who immed.ately foll. A faithful servant, who
had secretly followed the party, teok the Asch-
bighop up, and was himself wounded, the same
moment, in the pide. Bome of the nsurgents
wenl immediately to the assistance of the vene-
rable prelae, who was carnied to the Hospital of
Quinze Vingts. On his way theta he was cs
coried by some Gards Mobiles. The physiog-
somy of vne of those brave ladshad struck hum,
Rawnng seen hun fight and disarm lus enemy, af-
ter being wounded several umes. Calhing tam
to his side, ko had strength enoogh left to raine
his arms, and takiag a litle wouden crucifix st-
tached to a black collar which he had, ke gave 1t
to the youag hero, saying tq him, ** Never gnit
this cross—lay it on your heart, it will mahe you
happy.”” Francis Delavrigniere, such was his
aame, swore, with his hapds juined, zad 1n the
atutude of prayer, ever to preserve this precious
souvenir of the dying prelate.  The holy Prelate
did not for a moment Jose s Ciristian serenny.
