“I had expressed an interest in
bringing the tournament back if
it is successful. Tickets have been
on sale for about three weeks and
sales have been good. Because of
the number of university students
in the area, a plan has been
unveiled for a limited number-of
student packages. This plan will
offer discounts to students, rang-
ing from discounts for a single
day’s matches to a discount pack-
age for the whole tournament.

“We'd lhike to encourage
many young people as possible to
attend. The young women com-
peting are between the ages of 16
and 21 so many students will be
able to identify with them," said
Graham.

The players
excited about competing in the
tournament. There will be
$100,000 US in prize money up
for grabs. The winner will receive
$25,000. The Canadian women
expect the Canadian crowd to be
an advantage to them.

“This is not just a sporting
event. It's a world class event. the
tournament will provide a chance
for the people to see some of the
best athletes in the world. It
should be exciting to watch,” said
Graham.
