of today, yellowing for your Prime Minister, Begins :

With reference to Oanedlen High Commiesloner's personal 
message to you of May 6th, the Baited Kingdom Government would 
be grateful If they eould he Informed whether the Canadian 
Government eould move a battalion to Jamaica to replace our 
battalion which Is being despatched thence to Curacao. If 
so we should be glad to know what le earliest date by which 
Canadian battalion could arrive In Jamaica. ^

Position here Is that a battalion eould leave this 
country for Jamaica on May 17th arriving there about May 84th. 
This move need not take place If the Canadian battalion eould 
reach Jamaica not later than May 84th. ■*

If the Canadian battalion eould be sent only after some
still

delay, we should/be very glad of this. In that event our 
battalion could be despatched on May 18th to remain at Jamaica 
pending arrival of Canadian battalion.

In the circumstances we should be grateful for e reply 
as soon as possible. Ends.
