As stated elsewbere the Hon, David
Mills’ speech in the House of Comwmons
during the Jesuit debate did not plense
certam Oravgemen, one of whom wrot

Lo remoustrate with him for his speech
and vote,  Mr, Mills' answer to this
letter is given balow, Itisastinging re
buke to the bigots :

Dear Fir—I received your vers
violent letter in which you tell me you
are a Reformer, You must be jesting
Neither the spirit in which it is writ

nor the sentiments which there find ¢ x.
pression could emanate from a Re
former,

Reformers bave everywhere opposed
legislation impoeing epecial disabilit
upon any class of the community on ac
count of their religion, You demand it,
Your letter breatbes the spirit of the
Irish Tory, and s0 I ean't believe yc
ever were, what in your letter you clair
to be—a Reformer,

You seem to think we have been incor
porating the Jesuits., That is not wo,
I'hey were incorporated in Quebec long
8go, and [ am pot aware that anybody
objected, They have their colleges and
schools of learning in Eogland and Scot-
land, They have had their mission
stations in Ontario, continuousiy, for
over 220 years ; they have murdered no-
body ; they have robbed nobody, nor
have they so far as I know endangered
our liberty.

Their property in (Quebec, which was
guaranteed to them at the conquest, was
illegally taken from them; and this
illegal seizare was confirmed by an act o!
the legislature, in the days of the Family
Jompact,

After long delay the (Gavernment of
Quebec has, with the unanimous congent
of the legislation—Protestant and lloman
Catholic—paid oue fifth of the present
value of tihe property in full settlement
of all elaim, Tuis claim and settlement
was purely a Quebec question, with which
the Parliament of Canada had nothing to
do. Now,you propose that Toronto shall
govern Quebec, As a Reformer, 1 suy
Quebec suall govern herself,

Provincial rights is the very heart of
our system, and you propose to do 1t
violence, You say we ought to inter!ere s
and refuse to Quebec the liberty to pry
a long standivg claim, because you do
not like the creditor, Do you refuse to
pay what you owe, to everybody you
don’t like! You say I am like Cain,
because I don’t make myself regponsible
for the Jesuits, You overlook the fact
that Cain’s respousibility was for what he
did bimself, and not for the acls of
another, who had gone out of the world
before he came in, But pray what have
the doctrines ol the Jesuits, real o
fapcied, to do with the justice of their
claim in this Quebec case ? [0 o court
ol justice you would not be allowed to

refuse the payment of your debts
becsuse you did not like the person
you owed, The days for calling
down fire from Heaven on those

who do not believe as we do, have gone
bty  You tell me the Jesuits have heen
expellad from France, Spain, ete ; and
therefore, I ought not to let Qaobec pay
what she owes, Tae colporteurs of tue
Jible Society wera expelled from Russis,
but does that prove the Bibla Socicty to
be a bad institution? In one respect
they are the wenlkesty, boocause they are
the most unpopular body in Christen-
dom

[ don’t sympathize with the Jesuits,
If time permitted [ could state my
ok jections to the order, My objectione,
I hope, have a better foundation than the
charges you bring ; but I decline to per-
secute them because I donot agree with
them. I don't propose to fight them
by haviog recourse to political and relig-
ioug dicabilities, 1 leave these weapons to
the wietches who are not ashamed to
employ them. As long as Protestants
are honeet, fear God, bate oppression
snd persecution, and permit all classes,
Protestant and Roman Catholice, to
stand alike before the law, they will have
nothing to fear from Jesuit aggression,
It is only where they disgrace the nsme
of freedom by listening to the advice of
men who, with methods and in the spirit
of the evil one, profess to serve the Lord,
that our liberties will be in danger, |
encloae you a copy of my speech, which,
if you read, may atlord you some light,
ot which you are sorely in need, and
expel that epirit of intolerance which
breathes in every line of your letter, and
which, wherever found, is an enemy
alike to Protestantism and to free insti.
