¢ Eut oll unclesnness or covetousnes,
let it mot eo much as be pawed amoung
you, as beneath eainte,”

It would do you much geod, desrly
beloved, to read the entire Lpistle of St
Pau! to the Ephesdars, & verse of which I
bave quoted {rom the portion ssrigoed to
be 1end at Maes to day. In the fi:s: three
chapters of it the great Apoetls enters
upon & profound cxplavstion of the spir-
{tusl bencfits recelved through the Inear-
wailon of Chilst, and in the rewaining
portion he ontlines what the life of Chris
tiaus should be. In choosieg thls portion
of 1he Epistie for the lesson of this Suu.
day the Church would bave us know what
good ske expect us to derlve from a strict
observares of the Levt : tamely, thesup.
pression of impunity and avarice, and the
tie o'ving of thenks,  For, dearly beloved
we ehould psee the Lont in fasting, and
almsgiving, the direct reeult of which is
tbte control of the above-named vices;
and in prayer, which s “ giving of thanke.”
All this ¢ conclsely expressed in the
Hymn of the Matius to cay. We have
hacome no effominate, dearly beloved, that
the neceeeity of fasting bas become, indeed,
“'a hard ssylog.” ‘The Reformers pro
tested, early and vigoroucly, ayainst the
rigorous laws concerning fasting and
shatinence, Weof the nineteenth century
protest jast as vigorously, if not In word
yet in act It 1s amusing to fied the
numbere who are dlspeneed eitber by
antomatic action or by applieation to the
proper suthority, The confeasor nowa-
deys csn feul the trath of the clever re-
mark that the person who bas secured a
dlspeeation breathes more freely, thask
ful that be has escaped some grievoos
Ipjury st the hands of the Caurch.

There are maoy who are excaeed from

the precept of fasting, and these aro
sharply outlined in the regulatious read
annusily : the infirm ; those who have
not attained their growth ; those whose
dutles are of en exbausting or laborlous
character ; womea In pregnsncy, or who
are nursiug Infacts; and fically all who
are enfeebled by old age There are
msany more who are in doubt whether
they cowne under these exemptious or not.
These muet teck a eettlement of their
doubt feom a priest who has the faculty
of granting & dispensation. This dlepen.
asatlom may be granted from the whole
iaw or from part of the law only, and we
should be careful to ascertain the exact
sense of the dispensation hecause we
shonld not extend it further thsn the
cauee alleged reqaires, We must distln
gulsh aleo betwesn fasting and abztinence:
dispeneation from one doee not imply
dlepensation from the other, We should
-3mln\d the province of phyeiciane in
this matter of fsstivg. They can not
grant you dispeneations, They can only
deelare such and such to be facts; and it
18 your businees to submit such facts to
the judgment of the priest, Phyetcians
you wiil underetand are concerned only
with the eare of your bodics; snd it fs
their business as well as their interest
%0 advlse you strongly against
anything which in ftself has a tendency
te weaken your bodiee. Toey will tell
yonu also that ¢ fz izjurlous to go out of
s morning to early Maas; that it 1s
snieidel to go out fasiing aod remaln in &
beated church for a long time. It is
pesfectly appallog to consider the myriads
of dicease germe, microbes that they can
torjure up before your heated imsglna
tom. If they had thelr way the lawe of
the Cburch would have to b: much
altered. However it will console you,
dear brethren, to learn that deatbs from
fusting (I mean voluntary fastiog), and
exposure to the early morning air in
going to Mass and especlally in recelving
Holy Communion are comparitively rare.
As you walk along our streets and avenues
about noon theee Lisnten days and obeerve
the luncheons or dluners taken by the
nadworked laborers you will conclade
that they do ot apply for mauy dlepenea
Yone, The priest on sick calls fo the
temements pecceives from unmistakable
cdois that dispensations do not abound
there. The confessors know that domes-
tles, scarcely ever overfed at beet, do not
ceek dlspentations except for grave cause,
and then for the most part the dispensa-
tion is, properly, only & declaration of
exemption. But it s a matter of regret
that thoss who onght to know better are
the most numerous to take advantage of
dispenelng faculty., Those who, like the
Mltes of the ficld, toll not, nelther do they
spin, whose life 1s an locessant effort to
st s the worm of ennwui: whose physical
aflwents sre moetly the result of meutal
{ndigestion aud racral torpor, are most
ingenious in suggesting pleas for the
exerclse of the dispenelng power.

1 satd above the granting of dispensa.
tlons wae amusing. But when we reflect,
dearly beloved, on the peceesity of budily
moxtification, of which fasting is the cbief
part, the amusement becomes amszement.
Fhe words of our Lord are rluglug in our
cars: * Unless ye also do perance, ye
ehall oll likewisa perish,” He Himself
showed us the necessity of bodily penauce
by His exsmple, then by His preaching
@ertain kinde of devils—the demon of
impurity—can be cast out only by prayer
and fasting. The prayer of the Aposties
was not eufficient — prayer snd fasiog.
St, Paul, who was _troubied by n ettog of
the flesh, chastized his body to bring it
tnto subjection. The Lives of the Salnts,
which are & commentary on the Life of
®ur Lord, are filled with recttals of their
fasting. We moderns have recelved no
epecial revelation about the abolitfon of
fusting,  Certalnly the salnta clearly
urderstood its necessity., It is true that
many of us can mot fast, For many of
us It would be a crime to fast —a eln
agalpst the Fourth Commandment. Bat,
my brotheren, wo must do eome pen-
ance and as far as possible some bodlly
P The unn y and rulnous
overeating at eals, the snacks between
meals—hygleniaally absurd if not crim-
ioal: do without ttem in Lent, Then
could we not, by a different order of
meals — by tsking our collation in the
mornlng, for instance, instead of at night
—manage to observe the substance of the
fost? Then es in the matter of sleep.

frg and oversleeplryg a natlon of dyspep-
tice! Cut your sivep down to at lesst
hyglente limits, Seven hoar's sleep s
enough for suy one io gocd bealth, more
than eight is {njortous to any except chil
dren, Spendtus time thuseaved o golog
to Mass or 1o reading rome spiritual bovk
Spend fa charity the money you eave io
your table expouvees durlog Lent. Let
the crumba from Dives’ table feed the
huogry Lizarus. Drew more plaiuly avd
mora soberly ; aod epend in the sawme
mannper the mocey thus saved See that
eoma pour people, for whom the year 1a
continual Lent, hava at leest the ove full
meal aliowed durtug tiis thme nt your
expense.

Ooe word of warniog, my brethren,
There is an indefinnble thouh reai con
pection between fasting end spirtual
pride, Remember the Pharisees fasted
more than you are ever called upon to
do; yet they were condemned as hypo-
crites. Let not your soul be poseessed
of the fecling of self catisfaction at the
sight of your own goodness in achieving
a isat and your consequent superiority
over an unfortunste fellow-creature who
has not attained ‘the ssme spiritual
heiyhts as yourself. Fastingafterall isa
relative precept, It is not even a virtue
of the highest order. 8t, Thomas ranks
obedience and, 1 think, bumility iar
above it, Be mindful of the lesson con
veyed in the Gospel of to day : ¢ Wnen
a stropg man armed keepeti bis court;
those things are in pesce which he pos-
sesseth. But if a etronger then he come
upon him snd overcome him, he will
take away ail his armour wherein he
trusted, and will distribute his spoils.”
Luke xi, 21, 22) Fasting you are
strong and srmed against your passions ;
if pride comes and proves stronger all
you merit and the fasting in which you
trusted will fly away and leave your heart
deeolate and unprotected.

EFFECTs OF INDULGENCE,

Indulgence, though it may not glve rise
to potty vices, greatly promotes thelr de
velopment, whether it (s the indu'gence
that tha {odividnal offors to hitusslf or
that which parents or otberrelatives allow
out of sympatby and Jove  Opposed to it
{» that sevesity which deprives ons of the
pleasures of iife, out of fesr of the «ifcte
of tadulgence. It fo difficult to maintalv
the hsppy mediaa that shall make one’s
life agreeable and yet not put upon it too
grent a straln of temptation, A fond
mother Indulges ber child in every whim,
and soon fiade that the little oune hae
grown selfish and hecomes peevish when
the slightest check is put upon declres or
enjoywents. The {udalgeuce i3 born of
love aud should induce a lovisg retarn,
but very oftsn has the opposite effect.
Those who have bad expeiience lu the
rafeiog of children know that the “spolled”
child 1s usually the least grateful, the
word spoiled being applied to one whose
every whim has been conenlted and for
whom the greatest eacrifices may bave been
made. Itis {nexpreesibly painful to ob-
serve at times the evil effects of over:
{vda'gence, Many & parent since Shake-
apeare’s day has repeated, in mind at least,
Lear’s exclamation, ¢ How eharper than
s serpeut’s tooth it s to have a thankless
child.” Yot the very meauns that are em-
ployed unwieely to gratify and plesse s
child sre often the means that have devel.
oped its seifish dlsposttfons end made 1t
thanklees or ungrateful, Sometimes it 1s
s s'ster who 18 fndulged, She ls petted
and cared for, untll ehe begins to accept
homage ns & matter of right ; when ehe is
todisposed ehe must be indulged in her
tacstes and treated with the most tender
care; when she ls well all laterests must
yleld to ber imperfous will. As long as
she fe not opposed she may be agreeable ;
indeed, it 1s her gracious good-nature,
undez such favorable circumstances that
awakens the love of her attendauts. But,
after some years of gach traluicg, when
she has become filled with the iuea that
ehe is some kind of euperlor belng, to
whom a'l natures must becd, come change
of circumstances or arsociates throws her
into contact with those who aiscrt thelr
equality and refase to yleld to her whims,
I'ney may be entirely reacorable aud kiad,
but she resznts this fnterference, and then
deveclops the other side of ber selfish
nsture, becomlog peevish, cbalinate, dis-
contented. Even those who lovingly fn-
dulged her at one time bzcome hateful to
her when fir any resson they change their
demeanoz, Whea they uphald her ehe
resents the kiudiy-meant reproof and per-
haps eeeks the soclety of those who con
tinue to izdalge her in ber selfish whims
and ways. Geatitude {s unknown to her
dlsposition. She does not remember the
days or weeks when her elder eister eacri-
ficed sleep and other comforts to nures her
through a eerlous filness ; ehe forgets the
econowies practiced ncgrudgiogly tkat
she might gratify her taste for dress and
for pleasures beyond the proper resch of
of the family pnrse ; all that sbe thiuks of
{s that now she is deprived of soms
momentary gratificatlon; that the one
who bas indulged her for so many years,
now denfes her some plessure, She seeks
for no reason or excuee, listens to no ex
planation, 1t ls enough to know thatehe
cannot have what she waunts, and for this
she will eacrifice the proper fruits of years
of loving care and seck other friends who,
for & time at least, may be more indul-
gent The pictare janota plessant one
to contemplate, and it has for its subjecte
sons and brothers as well as daughters and
sister:—nearly alwaye those who have been
spolled by over indulgence. Reason as
well as sympathy, and love ehould gulde
those who have to do with the training of
the young. Boys avd girle need to
be very early and at all times taught that
thelr desires muet som:times yleld ts the
deefres of others; that in this world
sscrifices must be made by everybody,
not by tha parent alone, for the child, or
one brother or slster for avother. With
that lesson well-tanght, the child will
grow up meeeurably unselfich, or, at least,
with no false ideas to be rudaly shocked
when by rome charge of clrcumstsncef he
shall be called to make the eacrifices he
hae been accastomed to graclously recelve
from others. 1t {s worth while to try to
make children bappy,to give them ad
vantages of all kiuds that the parent may
never have enjoyed; it is pernicious to
do 80 in snch & way s to develop the
selfish feelings so strongly that the chil.
dren are made ungrateful. That 1a the
tendency of indulgences that are not con
trolled by reason. All who have to do
with the development of character in the
youog, whether as guardians, teachers or
arents, are required to be on their guard
p this matter, bacause it teems g0 natural
and commendable to make great sacrifices
for tha bepefit of loved one, and to de-
maod no return. But such indulgeuce
yleids to the sutjac: ouly ephemeral
bapploess, while sowing 1o him the seeds
of a selfish disposition that *‘grows by
what it feeds on.,” Sobitantial and con-
tinuing happine:s comes ouly to those who
have lesrned to control thelr deslres when
need arlses therefor, to sappreciate the
kindoess chown to them by others, and
to ba ready on thelr own part to wake
sacrifices for others whom ihey love, when
oceaston demands that they shall yleld up
au indu!gence.

the civil careerof its crowning g ory.

No wonder if, struggling against such
diszbilitles 1n the fissce sirife ot politresl
and civil life, thelr faults,—waen they
may happen to win such high promotion
as the exile laad of Ind!a affords—asbould
come uppermost, cbscurlng their many
virtues.

For they have virtues, These Cathollcs
sufforing under penal laws are patriots
siill, ‘'bey serve iu certsin regiments
beyond their due proportion ; they fight
with zeal and valor in Eongland’s battles,
