Mr. Moody—It depends on what time
he gets up. ~ His head is clearer in the
morning than at night, so you can’t make
any rule. S—

Ought a Secretary to work seven days
in the week?

Mr. Moody—There are many ways of
reaching young men. I would recom.
mend a gymnasium, classes, medieal lec
tures, social receptions, music, and all
unobjectionable agencies. These are for
work days. We do not want simply evan- |
gelistic meetings, I have tried that system |
in Associaton work and failed, so I gave |
up the Association and became an evan-|
gelist. You can't do both and succeed.

Whit about our religious meetings.

Mr. Moody—You need not call them
evangelistie, but you want them filled
with ** Holy Ghost Power,” and they will.

Mr. Moody—Use well selected topics,
have ministers occuionslly lead them,
give one day to the international Sunday
school lesson, another to temperange, and
throw overboard worn-out methods that
have failed years ago.

How can we get young men eonverted
in ourmeetings to unite with some church?

Mr. Moody—Ifthey are converted there
is no trouble; they go into the church as
naturally as ‘“ water runs down hill.” But
the danger is in counting converts and re-
porting how many.- We don’t know whe-
ther any man .is converted or not. If
we mus( report, let us say professed con-
version ; or better, how many have united
with the different churches as the result
of our wori. ~But I don’t like anything of
the kind. The only record of conversions
that can be relied upon is the one kept in
heaven.

1s the summer 2 good time for Associa-
tion-work?

Mr. Moody—The very best. Many min.
isters are away, some churches are closed
and tii¢ people are out ot doors. where we
can rcacil them. 1 do not believe there is
one time more than another when God
will bless taithful work He is willing to
do it at any time, and at all times.

What about open air meetings ?

Mr. Moody—Some times and places |
they are good means of reaching the peo- |
ple. 1 would rather have one man who
knew how to speak in them to one point
than have three scattering.  1f you have
a topic and know your men, and each will
follow up and deepen . the impressions
made by the others, it is all right to have
two or three speaking.

What do you consiﬁcr the great need of
the Association work now?

Mr. Moody—More trained sccretaries,
and more training schools, such as this
conference.  Every secretary ought to be
training suitable young men for secretar-
ies. Thcre are mauy places in this coun-
try where secretaries could be placed and |
the money raised for their support. But
men trained for the positions cannot be
had. Ministers need training for their
work, so does the general secretary need |
training for his. And a man adapted to |
the work can make his position as highly |
respected as any in the community.

How can a secretary get time for a |
training class ?

Mr. Moody—Make it. If you are will-
ing to do all the work, you will always
carry a burden. [ bave found it better to |
Zet ten men at work than to do ten men’s |
work, it I could. If others don’t do the |
work just as I would, possibly their way |
may be the best, and in learning we all |
make mistakes.

How old ought a secretary to be ?

Mr. Moody—He ought to be a young
man. As we grow older we lose our in-
fluence upon young men. Young men can
best reach young men.

Ought a secretary to belong to secret |
societies?

Mr. Moody—A secretary who has a pas- |
sion for young men and for his work has
not time to belong to anything but the |
church and the Association. Tfound, in |
my earlier d.ys, I was on a dozen com- |
mittees, and it took all my time to attend
to them, and I bad no time to work for |
young men. I was two weeks in resign-
ing from them. I then became an evan- |
gelist. A man can’t be an evangelist and
a general secretary of a Christian Associa- |

., THE ELECTRIC LIGHT.

Very full cxpcrimuu}s have been
made with the electric light in Lon-
don to test its valuoas an illuminating
medium as compared with gas, The
Thames embankment has been fop
some time lighted by electricity, and
the results of the experimont (rom an
economic point of view Lave been made
public. The electric light is ~imply
superb, but at present it is also costly,
much more so than gas, and canuot
therefore, except under certain : pecial
circumstances, replace it in general
use. It has been found to cost nearly
lhrcu'linuwu‘ muck as gas for an cqual
illuminating power, and thiy report
from a body interested in the wioption
of the electric light will go far towurds
reassuring the holders of gas <hares
that their property is still worth mon-
cy. Many improvements in the prac
tical application of the light are re-
quired hefore it can come into general
use, and the cost of production c<pec-
ially must be greatly lowerad.
