Ottawa, July.3.—The Government re­
ceived from the Secretary of State for the 
Colonies, on Wednesday, two dispatches 
dated July 1, which are now made public

ation appointing Sunday, the 6th day of 
July, as a day of general thanksgiving"for 
the blessing of peace, and it is his desire 
that this day shall be observed not only, 
n the United Kingdom, téit in all quarters 
of the Empire.

" The King has also given his sanction 
to a peace celebration in the United 
Kingdom os Saturday, July. 19, and the 
hope is expressed that all parts of the 
Empire wilt join as far as possible m 
celebrating peace on that day.”

,T> AIN was fairly general over the I*rov- 
XL ince at-the end of the week. This 
rain did an immense amount of good, but 
was not sufficiently heavy to carry the 
crops over a very long period. The need of 
rain is apparent again and would be very 
beneficial to the grain, rPet, and potato 
crops. " '

The hay crop will not be materially 
helped now by rain, beyond thickening it 
up a littlle at the bottom. The season foe f 
cutting is drawing near and it has practi­
cally made its growth. The crop will be 
generally below the average, especially on 
old meadows.

Some cheese factories have 
paid off their patrons fo^jthe month of 
May, the farmers averaging $2.50 per cwt
