I'he royal carriages, four in number each with
four horscs, arrived at the Palace ot twenty ini-
nutes past eight o'clock. I'he Queen, Prince
Albert, the Priuce ol Wales, aud the Vrincess
Royal, on desconding from the stute appurunents,
were received by Mr. ShenfY Gordon i the gua-
drangle, and entered-the first royal earriage ut
tweuty-fivo mivutes past eirht o’clock.
