“When I sat down to breakfast in Delmoni-

co's [ noticed at the other side of the table

a queer-looking, saunt-faced old man, who

did not scem at case in his suit of New

York clothes.

As I looked at
it he said: ‘Take it down, draw out
the scimiter, ‘and you'll find a thumb
ring by which it can be used.’
