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The Surveyor Etener&l.
During the last few days the Hon. M. 

Adams, Surveyor General, has visited 
the Free Grants Settlements in the lower 
portions of the Counties of Northumber­
land and Gloucester, for the purpose of 
ascertaining the progress made and ob­
taining such other information as will 
enable him to fhrther the interests of the 
settlers. It cannot be denied that Mr. 
Adams is an energetic and painstaking 
departmental head, leaving nothing un­
done on his part to become thoroughly 
acquainted with all the matters coming 
under his supervision, making regular 
visits to the various settlements in order 
to obtain personal knowledge as to their 
progress and requirements. The settle­
ments visited during the late trip are as 
follow^:—

St. Joseph.
This settlement is situate in rear of 

Neguac. There have not been many ap­
plications lor land therein as yet, owing 
to the fact that no road had been built, 
without which settlers cannot be induced 
to locate. Grants were made during the 
past and the present summer for the 
building of the road, work on which is 
now being pushed forward rapidly. 
Commissioner Allain’s work is most 
highly spoken of by the Surveyor Gen­
eral. While visiting Neguac Mr. Adams 
took a run through the Fair Isle Settle­
ment for the purpose of examining some 
of the bye-roads. The same day, in 
company with John MpKenzie, Esq., of 
Tabusintac, he made a tour of some of 
the roads in that section, and also ex 
amined the site for the new bridge across 
the Stymest Brook. The bridge about 

-to be built there will be 398 ft. long and 
30 ft high, and will contain three spans, 
plans and specifications for which have 
been prepared by Mr. McKenzie.

- - ST. Isidore, Gloucester.
On arriving at Tracadie, Saturday, 30th 

ult., he visited and inspected the new 
road leading from the main highway and 
connecting with Pacquetville Settlement. 
Which was opened last year. He speaks 
very highly of the work done by Mr. 
John Young, the Commissioner, for this 
settlement, and Is gratified at the pro­
gress made by the settlers. Since his 
first visit large clearings have been made, 
the houses presenting a neat and com­
fortable appearance. Notably among 
the many farms is that of the Collector 
of Customs of Tracadie, who resides in 
the settlement, which, with its neat 
buildings, is a credit to the locality. 
The people have erected a neat Chapel, 
their Pastor being the Rev. Mr. Gaynor. 
The Surveyor General has a very high 
opinion of this settlement, looking upon 
It as one of the best in the Province. 
Hay, oats and other crops are reported 
as looking well.

Pacquetville and Millville,
In Caraquet, were visited on the Monday 
following, and was accompanied by P. G. 
Ryan, Esq., M. P. P. Of these settle­
ments the Surveyor General does not 
speak so hopefully, and expressed regret 
that Millville in particular had made but 
little advancement since his first visit. 
He returned to Caraquet the same night, 
and left for Ba.hurst the following 
morning.

Robertvili.e ,
was visited on Wednesday, in company 
with Mr. McMannus, M. P. P. This 
settlement is abort sixteen miles above 
Bathurst. It is in close proximity to 
the “ Nigadoo Silver Mines,” the distance 
to the Mines from the main road through 
the settlement being but two miles. The 
people of this tract are greatly indebted 
to Mr. McMannus for their present posi­
tion, and Mr. Roy, the Commissioner, is 
deserving of much praise for the efficient 
manner in which he has done his duty, 
the expenditure of his road money being 
of such a character as to leave no possi­
ble ground for complaint.

We are unable to make use of all the 
Information at our disposal in reference 
to this tour of inspection by Mr. Adams 
to the various Free Grants Settlements. 
On Saturday last in company with John 
O’Brien, Esq., of Nelson, he visited 
Baroaby River, and exair ined places on 
both sides of the river where bridges are 
needed.

On Monday last he ’.eft Newcastle "for 
Boiestown. wheie he will visit the Plea­
sant Ridge Settlement. The settlements 
at Bllssfield and Blackvllle will also be 
favored with a visit from the Surveyor 
General, at which time an examination 
will be made of some of the roads. 
Alter visiting these places, Mr. Adams 
will return, and proceeding to Carieton 
Station, will take a run through Roger 
tille, Pleasant Ridge and Collet settle­
ments, for the purpose of making an ex 
amination of the roads and the general 
progress made by the locatees.

bers of the citizens hnrried to the scene. 
Willing hands soon tore down the burn­
ing planks and rolled out the blazing 
barrels, and not one moment too soon, 
for the head of one of the barrels was 
almost consumed, and others were badly 
charred. Mr. W. Wyse did good work 
with a little fountain pump, which helped 
to keep down the flames which had 
spread to the upper part of the shed. 
Numbers of men fought the fire with 
buckets, and they were soon aided by a 
good stream of water from the hand en­
gine. The floor was well saturated with 
oil and blazed fiercely, but in a few 
minutes all danger was past. The steam 
fire engine appeared on the scene some 
ten minutes after the alarm, and com­
menced throwing a fine stream of water 
but the fire was virtually under control 
before the steamer arrived. Very little 
damage was done. The steamers “ St. 
George’’ and “ Gladiator” steamed to the 
wharf to render assistance if necessary. 
Had there been any delay in giving the 
alarm there would have been a disastrous 
fire, as the wharf on which the shed 
stands extends right up to the business 
portion of the town; there are buildings 
all along the wharf, and the large quantity 
of oil would have exploded and run in 
and under the wharf where it would have 
been a matter of great difficulty to fight 
the flames. Mr. T. F. Gillespie has 
ninety tons of hard coal stored in the 
shed, and may congratulate himself upon 
having saved this property by the gallant 
and timely assistance rendered by those 
who so bravely and energetically lought 
the fire before the arrival of the engines. 
We believe the shed Is the only portion 
of the Senator's property which is unin­
sured.

One man had his hands burned consid­
erably while rolling out the barrels. 
Capt. Call and the hands on board the 
steamer felt the shock of lightning to 
some extent, the former being struck to 
the deck, where he remained, partly un­
conscious for a few seconds, but fortun­
ately escaped injury. During the gale 
the boat belonging to the tug Relief was 
blown from the deck of the steamer to the 
wharf, and smashed to pieces. So far 
as we can learn these were the only casu­
alties, unless we may mention the break­
ing of two large panes of glass in the 
front doors of Mr. W. S. Loggie’s store, 
caused by the slamming to of the doors 
when the gale entered the rear of the 
building.

Waste ot Wood la Hew Brunswick.

Severe Storm.

A heavy storm of wind, hail, thunder 
and lightning visited Chatham between 
11 a. m. and noon on Saturday, which 
fortunately was only of very short dura­
tion—lasting some four or five minutes. 
The previous day had been exceedingly 
hot, and on Saturday morning the air 
was sultry and oppressive—the burning 
rays of a fierce sun flashed upon a river 
whose surface was almost like glass, so 
free was it from a ripple, in the absence 
of a breeze. About 11 o’elock the firs 
indications of an approaching storm 
were seen—dark clouds soon enveloped 
the sky, and abodfT1.30 heavy rain and 
hail (tome of the stones being as large 
as marbles) commenced to fall. This 
was accompanied by a gale which almost 
amounted to a hurricane during its brief 

fr continuance, and was followed quickly 
by a loud crash of thunder and vivid 
flash of lightning. The steamer “ New 
Era" was just then lying at Senator Muir- 
head’s wharf. She was lying with her 
bow down stream, and the Captain and 
hands were seated in the stern, nearly 
opposite the centre of the large freight 
shed on the wharf. Captain Call inform­
ed one of our staff who was in Chatham 
at the time that the electric luid descend 
ed in the form of chafn-lightning, and 
striking the river obliquely, glanced 
therefrom and struck the roof of the 
freight shed in three places, at the eave 
about the centre and at the top near the 
saddle-board, and entering played some 
pranks among the rafters, and spent its 
fbrce on the further wall, which was ira 
mediately in a blaze. It was very fortu­
nate that the steamer was at the spot, 
for the shed contained over twenty bar­
rels of parafineoil, which was lying close 
to where the flame* were greedily de vour- 
lag the dry and heated wood, and some 
of which were on fire when, in response 
to the alarm ssçnded by the boat, num-

The time has arrived when the rapid 
disappearance of onr wealth of wood 
must be met In some way or other, if we 
would preserve that which remains. In­
formation regarding our forest should be 
carefully sought after, the experience of 
other counties in the matter of forestry 
studied and collected, and the whole sub­
ject receive snch attention that the pub­
lic may have in their possession every 
fact or suggestion which may in any way 
bear on this most important matter. 
When this is done we will be prepared to 
act. At present our information is so 
scanty that we are entirely at a loss as 
regards what course we should pursue 
respecting the object referred to!

Many of us who have spent much of 
our time in the woods among the lum­
bermen have marked with regret the 
great quantity of excellent wood which 
was wasted in the manufacture of pine 
timber. But there is at this time a more 
enormous waste of wood taking place un­
der the present system of cutting spruce 
logs for the English deal market, and it 
is with this matter that I now propose 
to deal, In as few words as the subject 
will admit of. Under the provincial law 
regulating the survey of logs none must 
be less than 11 inches. In diameter at the 
smaller end, and they must also be free 
from bad knots, etc. ; this necessitates 
tke leaving in the woods to ret a large 
part of the tree, namely, all suçh portion 
of it as is not 11 inches in diameter, anjl 
all of the top, from the first commence­
ment of the large bcughs upwards.

According to the best judges 5 feet of 
the length of a small sized tree and 10 
feet on the average of a larger one, are 
thus thrown away, and this of wood 
which is large enough to be utilized by 
running the log up until the top end 
should not be more than 9 inches In 
diameter. An acquaintance of mine, 
who manufactured last year more than 
twenty-five million feet of saw logs into 
deal, informs me that although 40 per 
cent, of his logs were under 11 inches at 
the top, yet the deal, which he manufac­
tured from them by careful sawing, did 
not exceed the average of 25 per cent, of 
battens. Some of our best lumbermen 
estimate the waste, arising from our pre­
sent system of cutting logs, at 25 per 
cent, of the whole tree.

During the past six years, from 1874 
to 1880, there were cut on the Crown 
Lands, alone, of the Province, about 
7094 million feet, board measure, of 
spruce and pine logs. Assuming the 
waste of the tree to be but 124 per cent, 
of its total contents, and the Govern­
ment stumpage thereon at 80 cents per 
M. board measurement :—

Thus we have by a faulty system of 

cutting, fostered by a law of the land 
a loss to the country daring a period of 
six years of over half a million of dollars. 
WeU might a Swedish gentleman remark 
as he did to me, “ If we were as wasteful 
la Sweden es yon are in New Brunswick 
we would soon jmjq ourselves.”

Rowdyism.
A correspondent in another column re­

fers to the conduct of rowdies who some­
times frequent the main highway extend­
ing from the office of the Clerk of the 
Peace, in the vicinity of the residences 
between that office and the residence 
of Mr. J. Lawlor. We may say he does 
not state the case too strongly. For 
weeks past it has been the habit of some 
of our worthies about town to assemble 
on Saturday night, and in the vicinity re­
ferred to, to “ enjoy", themselves over 
their rum bottles, the night being made 
hideous with their bowlings. On Sun­
day morning one of the proprietors of 
this paper was awakened at a very early 
hour by hideous noises, and on looking 
out saw three drunken beasts on the 
sidewalk, one holding a bottle in his 
hand and singing (if it may so be called) 
while his two companions endeavored to 
dance to the mnsic, the entertainment 
being varied by screeches which would 
have put to shame the best efforts of the 
denizens of the forest. Not knowing the 
parties the writer cannot take steps to 
have them arrested, which he very much1 
regrets. It is a shame that such things 
are allowed to exist—but it is positively 
disgraceful that- they are enacted weekly 
within the Police limits, on Sabbath 
mornings, and certainly could not escape 
the observation of any policeman faith­
fully discharging his duty. We pay the 
taxes cheerfully, and only ask in return 
that we shall receive that protection 
from such rowdyism that we are warrant­
ed in expecting with an officer paid to 
perform the service. We know not 
where the Policeman was when this 
rowdyism was going on, but had he been 
on his rounds, he conld not have failed 
to come across the worthies.

On Sunday evening, during divine ser­
vice, the congregation assembled in the 
Methodist Church were disturbed and 
annoyed by the shouting of a number of 
boys playing in the immediate vicinity 
of the Church. After the service the 
clergyman privately expressed his regret 
that such a state of things was allowed 
to exist, and hoped something would be 
done to put it down, for he certainly 
could not preach with any degree of com­
fort while snch distracting noises were 
going on. We ask—How long do the 
people intend to patiently suffer in this 
matter ? We care not who the Policeman 
may be—whether it is Cassidy or any­
body else—but we knew that in any other 
employ such gross negligence would not 
be tolerated. We have no personal feel­
ing against that officer—neither have we 
a particular desire to see him dismissed 
—bnt we have a right to demand, in com­
mon with all other citizens, that we shall 
receive a share of that protection for 
which we are annually taxed. If this 
cannot be obtained—if rowdies are to be 
allowed to demolish fences without mo­
lestation, and make the air resound with 
their hideous yelling and cursing by 
night, and at times too in broad daylight, 
disturbing theslumbers of the inhabitants 
and horrifying the public with their pro­
fanity as they pass along the street, then 
abolish the office and away with the 
policeman, and let the people find some 
means of protecting themselves from the 
rowdyism which is a disgrace to our 
community.

An Injustice.
A good deal of discussion has been go­

ing on in the local papers and élsewhere 
in reference to what Is thought to be the 
arbitrary refusal of the local Overseer, 
Mr. John Hogan, to grant a license to 
fish a stand on the North West. It ap­
pears that John Goodfellow, jr., was 
found guilty of poaching, was fined and 
paid his fine, this being the first offence 
proved against him. Last spring he ap­
plied for a license to fish for salmon, 
when on account of his one offence it 
was refused. This man had made pre­
paration to fish a stand leased by him, 
as on the preceding summer, when he 
had not, like many others, paid expen­
ses. He made application to Mr. Jared 
Tozer for twine, rope Ac.; and had every­
thing prepared when a license was refus­
ed him. He then went to work in a 
quarry, and his father applied for a li­
cense which was refused on the ground 
that the father would flsh the son’s net,— 
when really the net belonged to Mr. 
Tozer. This net was, made specially for 
this particular fishing stand which is 
owned by Mr. Geo. McLeod, and which 
was leased to Mr. Tozer, and we under­
stand that there is but one other fishing 
place on the N. W. that the net is suited 
for. In consequence of this refusal to 
grant a license the fishing stand has been 
idle, thereby depriving the owner of the 
amount usually paid, as well as the own­
er of the net, Mr. Tozer, from getting 
any return for the amount he has in the 
net. In consequence of the refrisai to 
grant a license to either John Goodfellow, 
junior, or John Goodfellow, senior, the 
former, feeling indignant at such unjust 
treatment, and hoping to catch enough 
fish to pay for the twine and other ma­
terial used in the net, he, contrary to 
the advice of Mr. Tozer, set the net where 
it was intended for, and it was seized 
and is now In possession of the Overseer. 
Judging from wrat we have heard of the 
matter it does seem to us that injustice 
has been done. In the first place that a 
license was refused to John Goodfellow, 
jr., because of his conviction for one of­
fence of poaching—an action which we 
believe is without precedent on this 
river; second, that a license was refused 
to John Goodfellow, senior, against 
whom no offence is charged, and lastly 
to the lessee of the fishing stand and Mr. 
Tozer, both being in consequence of the 
refrisai of the Overseer—(under orders 
we believe) to grant license, thereby pre­
venting then) fron) receiving that return 
to which they were entitled for the cap­
ital invested. We are glad to see by the 
Charlottetown Examiner that the Minis­
ter of Marine and F isle -ies is almost re­
covered from his illness, and we hope 
that one of his first acts will be to order 
an Investigation in this matter, and have 
the net now In the possession of the 
Overseer returned to its rightful owner.

The Queen vs. Anthony Perry.—Two 
indictments. The first was for forging 
a check on Bank of Montreal, Newcas 
tie, in favor of himself, in the name of 
Isaac Scofield, with intent to defraud, 
and for uttering the same, to which the, 
prisoner pleaded not guilty. The second 
indictment was for forging a check on 
Bank of Montreal. Chatham, in his own 
favor, in the name of F. E. Winslow, 
and for uttering the same, to which he 
also pleaded not guilty. The prisoner be­
ing without and unable to procure coun­
sel His Honor appointed If. A. Lawlor, 
Esq., Counsel for prisoner." The first 
case occupied several days, Counsel on 
both sides taking every possible advan­
tage. which resulted in the Jury disagree­
ing after being together for eight hours, 
and were then dismissed, standing seven 
to five for acquittal.

The second indictment was then taken 
up, Mr. Lawlqr again appearing for pris­
oner, This trial Occupied three days, a 
number of witnesses being examined on 
both sides, and resulted In the Jury find­
ing the prisoner guilty, with a strong re­
commendation for mercy.

The Situation in Afghanistan.
AN ALARMING OUTLOOK FOR RNOLISU IN-

The Calcutta correspondent of the •• Times” 
says ; It is certain that such of the Ameer’s 
troops as have not joined Ayoob Khan are 
dispersed, and that the Ameer’s cause i» 
lost in Southern Afghanistan. The chances 
are that this week wilhwitness Ayoob Khan 
in full march on Ckbul. Whether the 
Ameer: will await himthere is doubtful. He 
may tiy another battle under the walls cf 
the capital, or he may at once make for Af- 
ghan-Turkestsn, The probabilities point to 
the latter course. Ameer Abdurrahman 
Khai.’e rapacity and cruelty hare made him 
unpopular in Cabul. That the Ameer can­
not trust the Cabul"» troops is very clear 
from the fact that the Khan-a-Bad regiment, 
whose treachery contributed to, if it did not 
actually cause the rout at Karez-i-Atta, con­
sisted of Northern Afghans, and was one of 
the corps which accompanied Abdurrahman 
Khan from Turkestan last year. The 
Ameer's conduct for the last tew months ap­
pears to show that he has carefully secured 
his retreat beyond the Hindu Kusch. He 
sent thither the greater portion of the arms 
and treasure presented to him by the Indian 
government. He has a strong force there 
under his cousin Ishak Khan, and it is now 
pretty certain that the latter has given up 
his plan of making a counter-march on 
Herat by the way of Maimana. It is not 
unlikely that the Ameer may succeed in 
holding his own in Afghan-Turkestan, and 
that the end of the civil war may see Af­
ghanistan split into two kingdoms, Ayoob 
Khan being master of Cabul, Candahar and 
Herat, and Abdurrahman Khan reigning in 
Belkh and Badakshan Should this fore­
cast be fulfilled the British Government will 
have to face a serious problem. Abdurrah- 
mann, separated from us by a victorious 
rival, can hardly fail to sink to the same po- 
sition as the Khans of Bokhara and Khiva, 
and become a feudatory of Russia, which 
will thus practically advance the Russian 
frontier to the Hindu Kusch, while the re­
mainder of Afghanistan will belong to our 
avowed enemy. That England cannot af­
ford to allow events to arrange themselves 
in this manner is, I believe, the unanimous 
opinion of the people in this country, and 
it is a matter of general remark that the 
folly of the withdrawal from Candahar and 
the hastily patched-up settlement made at 
Cabul last year have already become mani­
fest. i

Our Up River correspondent writes 
that “ Mr. R. Bellamy is now engaged 
laying off' lots for settlers in Victoria 
County, in land belonging to the New 
Brunswick Land and Lumber Company. 
Fifty-six thousand acres will be surveyed 
for settlement. Four or five acres in 
every third lot will be cleared off, and a 
house 16x20 feet erected. It is intended 
to bring out 250 Scandinavian families 
next spring.
