Nests of the Golden Eagle.
Every pair of eagles whose habits I 

have had an opportunity of watching 
over a period of a few years would 
seem to have invariably at least two 
alternative sites for their nests. Some 
have three, and I know of one with 
four sites. In fact, I only know of 
one pair out of many which habitually 
resort to but one place and only one. 
The reason for this is, however, ap­
parent, for owing to Its situation it 
has never been disturbed. The nest 
Is In a small cavern on the face of an 
absolute wall of limestone rock some 
800 feet high, at about 400 feet from 
the summit. Above the cliff Is a talus 
of loose stone at an angle of forty-five 
degrees or so. above which again rise 
other precipices. To reach the nearest 
point above this nest would be a long 
day’s work.—London Saturday Review.

The candidate for the degree 
doctor of letters must write one thesis 
in Latin, the other in French. If In 
the scientific department, the thesln 
must be on some original investiga­
tion; if in theology, the examinations 
are both oral and w ritten.—School Bul­
letin.
