The first Women’s Canacian Club
was formed in 1907. One. would not
like to venture the statement that if
men’s Canruian Ciubs had not existed
it is improbable tnat a Women’s Cana-
dian Club would ¢ver have been ddd-
ed to the history of Canada. The fact
i8, however, tnai men’s Canadian
Clubs were formed first. The firss
city in Canada to possess a Women's
Canadian Club was Montreal. The
Women's Cunadian Club of Winnipeg
was inaugurated in the same year.
Toronto followed suit with its Wo-
men’s Canadiaz Club in 1908. Since
then many Canadian Clubs {r women
have been orgamzed in Canuada. The
growth of the idea has been wonder-
tul. On the wnole, the Canadian
Club for women aas kept pace very
fairly with the Canadian Club foe
men, taking ... consideration the
fact that tue movement began as a
men’s club. y

The great majority of Canadians,
both men and women, delight to lis
ten to distinguished visitors,

While the men were able to partake
of this feast ¢! rcason and tlow of
soul, the women of Canada had to
stay at home, because tney had no
Canadian Clubs. they did not like
being denied the privilege of listeninz
to the distinguisned wisitor and of
seeng him for themselves, So women
in -tne different <ities began to foerm
Canadian Clubs. "Undoubtedly, an in-
telligent inter in affairs of the day.
as well as a keen interesi in interest-
ing people, is a strong impulse behind
the Womeen’s Canadian Club. One
other predom:nant motive wnich spurs
on the growih ui the Canadian Club
is mationality.

It is impossible to keep account of
every Women's Canadian Club which
has been formed since 1907. They
are being formed very rapidly and
they are independent organizations
which find it easy to stand alone. The
Association of Canadian Clubs is a
federation wh:ch includes both men's
clubs and women’s clubs. There are

at least twelve Woemen & Canadian
Clubs in Canada. The list includes
Berhin, Fort Wiuilam, Lundon, North
Bay, Montreal, Otiawa, Quebec, St.
John, Toronto, Vancouver, Victoria,
and Winnipeg.

Women’s Canadian Clubs differ
widely in.some respects. But they
all have a large membership. Mont-
real, which is the oldest Women’-
Canadian Club, is the only one which
keeps to the idea of the men's club
and has a -peaker address them atv a
luncheon.

The statistics of Women’s Canadian
Club: show the " popularity of the
movement with Canadian women. The |
