No Fear Expressed of lntensificd
Shortage of Labor After the
Draft is in Operation

Reports reaching Otawa from the
agricultural districts in Western
Canada incicate that no trouble is
anticipated from intensified labor
problems as a resuit of the opera-
tion 'of the Military Service Act. Ex-
perience at the time of the harvest
this year, when sufficient labor was
supplied through the co-operation of
many patriotic forces in addition to
tke regular supply, has caused the
farmers to view the prospect with
complacence. ~

In the first years of the war, a
large number of farmors left the land
to join the armies. The exodus was
led by the.large number of men
frem the Old Country who had taken
up farms in the West. The opera-
tion of the Exemption Boards under
the Military Service Act will tend
to prevent any serious withdrawal of
farmers or their assistants in future
as agricvltere is one of the indus-
tries which will be siven particular
care.

In’'a year or two's time
he will probably be abie to show you
a very interceting example of rodent
ulcer (a form of so called skin can-
cers.)”
