the papier marked “ refused ?’’ In 
gratitude accompanies his diehon- 
sty. AH the advantages from such 

paper are his. The publishers, 
more anxious to improve the papier 
than to make money, sink all the 
income in improvements, taking 
nothing for themselves. The sub 
soriber, therefore, is the sole gainer, 
and ought in decency to be grateful. 
Irréligion must surely be a markee 
characteristic of the mean subscriber 
who refuses to suppiort an enter­
prise whose sole reason of existence 
is to promote, the interests of reli­
gion, In the estimation of all 
competent judges, the Baviaw is 
such an enterprise. Well, then may 
we say that only a mean, dishonest, 
ungrateful and irreligious pprson 
will be willing, deliberately, to 
cheat and rob, and thus enfeeble 
and irjure such a work.

Lawrence Sterne, whose judgment

We may be old fashioned in our 
ways of thought, but somehow the 
giving of minstrel shows and other 
such performances—unless justified 
by extraordinary circumstances— 
does not seem to accord with the 
spit it of the Lenten season. Every 
day the papers contain reports going 
to prove that societies calling them­
selves Oatholio have disregarded 
the desire of the Church that, during 
this holy season, we should eschew 
occasions of amusement and devote 
ourselves to a rr ore recollected man­
ner o! life. Many Catholics do not 
seepi to charge their mode of living 
one iota during Lent. They utterly 
ignore the spit it and even the letter 
of the Lenten regulations. Doing 
this as individuals is bad enough 
hot doing it publicly and under the 
name “Uatholic,v in organisations 
makes matters worse. Now that 
our Protestant brethren are begin 
ning to recognize the need of a 
season corresponding to Jisnt in the 
Catholic Chnrcb, and that, as we 
have before remarked, very many 
of their congregations are observing I 
the Lenten period according to their 
lights, it behooves us who have the 
gift of faith to be more loyal to the 
wishes of the Church in this regard. 
Amusements, harmless enough in 
themselvef , wp ought to be perfectly 
willing to forego during the few 
abort weeks of Rent, which the 
Church fias «et apart as a special 
time cf self-denial and eelf-eaorifloe 
in honor and oommemoratiop of 
CbrLt’s faet of fprty days. This 
stlMeni&l is an essential part of 
the duty of a Chrietian.

The amount of money collected 
for the missions among the Negroes 
and Indians in this country last 
year was $59,247-31;. and no one 
who reads the hopeful reports sent 
in from the missions can doubt that, 
even considering assistance from 
other sources, fjhig meagre fund 
yields surprisingly large results. 
How meagre the fund is may be 
inferred from the fact that the Col­
lection is expected to support 81 
schools and 40 ohurohos among, the 
Negroes, and 183 schools and 73 
churches among the Indians, The 
princely sum of about $157 is, 
therefore, expected'to keep one pf 
these institutions going for twelve 
months.

Few men have had the opportunity 
-and fewer still the desire—to pass 

through thirteen epidemics of yellow 
fever : vet that is the noble record. 
"made by “ good old Father Duffo,” 
who died at Selma, Ala., recently. 
Father James Duffo, S. J., was born 
near Lourdes in 1826 ; and, whether 
they measure age by years or by 
epidemics in New Orleans, this ven­
erable priest must have seemed a 
patriarch. In 1853, when 15,000 
people died in the Crescent City with­
in six weeks, Father Duffo went the 
rounds steadily from one death-bed to 
another, hardly ever pausing for food 
or sleep ; for almost all the other 
priests in the city were themselves 
stricken with the plague. And when, 
in other years, other Southern cities 
were visited by the dread disease, 
Father Duffo asked and obtained 
permission to minister to the stricken 
people. His sacrifice did not shorten 
bis life, evidently ; for he lived fifty 
years in the priesthood. His holy 
memory, let us hope, will live much 
longer among those whom he served.
