would have been looked on as huge,
were it made to cover the whole na-
val expense of the country. Now, in
this period after the encrmous war
expenditure, the country thinks noth-
ing of voting it as an appropriation
for a single branch of the naval ser-
vice. The same kind of thing is go-
ing on in other countries. In spite
of our huge debts we are making ap-
propriations that would have looked
impossible to us before the war. We
seem to consider that the war has
made war more imminent, instead of
less so—that greater preparations are
consequently needed. So we spend
with a lavish hand, and at the same
time we continue to neglect the real-
ly greatest need of our countries—
the "elimination of poverty among
those willing to work, and an educa-
tion such as will ‘give people a back-

ground for their thoughts, and at
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least 'a slight power of free thought.
During the time when people are not
occupied with the work by which they
must earn their living, they will have
pleasure, excitement, or oblivion.
From recourse to one of these in
their oft hours they cannot be pre-
vented. If they have an education
their recourse will be to excitements
and pleasures of such kind as they
are capable of. Only by giving them
a certain amount of asthetic  and
scientific education is it possible to
raise their standard of pleasure, so
that they will not have to drown
themselves in drink, watch g prize
fight, gamble, or t,lx_e‘ like, for allevia-
ting change with its consequent re-
creation. These are not days to wild-
ly vote large amounts for war. They
are days in which to look to the
foundations of our natienality, re-
pairing the cracks made by war, and
seeing that the whole does not sink
into a quicksand.—Montreal Witness.
