Higher Rates of Wages.

Dear Sir,—As Is generally known 
there is an agitation going on for 
higher rates of wages particularly by 
Longshoremen and wharf labourers. 
Everyone would like to see the high­
est wages paid which may be consist­
ent with general prosperity. It is very 
distressing to see numbers of men who 
are willing to work standing idle at 

| present, but it is not generally un­
derstood that the higher the wages in 

| St. John’s the less work there is for 
the men.

The time has now arrived when It 
is much cheaper to ship Fish from 
the Outports than from St John's, 
and each year an increasing number 
of vessels is loaded in Outharbors for 
market direct. Also imports are going 
direct to the Outharbors partly from 
Halifax and partly by local steamers 
and vesels via Sydney—and of course 
to points all along the railway. The 
demands which are now being made 
by Longshoremen for a large increase 
in wages will entail an advance in 
freights, which must immediately be 
connected with an advance in all 
articles of import particularly in 
Coal.

These considerations may be worth 
the attention of the workmen who 
are demanding a large increase in 
wages.
