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ege inent of prisons on each aide of the line, as to 
quiet any intruding suspicion that everything does 
not go on in our own institution as it should. On 
the contrary, the disparity .which we have thus 
proved to exist, and the fact that with the regular 
increase of the Parliamentary grant this disparity 
is increasing, affords strong presumptive evidence 
that “ there is something totten in the state of ” 
our Provincial Prison.

*• Costly as this management is, and still more 
costly as it threatens to be, it were well if it could 
be shown to have resulted, and to exist, in conse­
quence simply of an erroneous judgment—if nothing 
more serious than incompeteney could be alleged 
against the government of that Institution.

•< We propose to ottraelves the task of examining 
this matter thoroughly. Our duty in the premises 
is clear. It was our intention to nave discharged it 
in December last, when the fact was made public 
that charges preferred before the Inspectors against 
an officer of the Penitentiary were in course o( in­
vestigation, and when in consequence public atten­
tion was in some measure directed te that prison ; 
but the approach of the electoral contest led us to 
delay the execution of that design. We shall now 
pursue this and the subject with which we opened— 
the state of the Gaols throughout the Province— 
until some satisfactory action is taken by the 
Government in reference thereto.”

Council Proceedings.

We transfer the following to our columns from 
the Long Point Advocate, being convinced that 
the sentiments of the speaker are those of the 
members of the Wesleyan Methodist Church 
generally throughout the Province. Their refusal 
to sign the petitions forwarded and recommended 
by the Special Committee of the Conference, is 
• proof of this. Cliristiap Ministers should not 
meddle with politics, directly or indirectly .—

At the request of several of our Methodist friends, 
we publish below the speech of Mr. Philip Potts, 
in moving the first Resolution at the University 
Meeting held in this town a short time since. We 
cordially recommend it to the attentive consideration 
of the members of that and other Churches : —

“ Ma. Chairman amd Christian Brethren,

“ In standing up to move this Resolution, 1 do so 
with great pain, while at the same time I feel that 
I ain performing a solemn and imperative duty. 1 
have now been for fifteen yeais connected with the 
Methodist Church ; I love i's institutions ami dis­
cipline, and 1 respect its authorised teachers and 
pastors with all the reverenbe and devotion to which 
their sacred calling entitles them. Did 1 love my 
Church less than I do, my feelings of regret would 
not be so great at seeing her now attempted to be 
made the means of forwarding that which she has 
always denounced—a superiority or domination of 
one sect over another in the reception of State 
patronage ; and di_ I not respect and venerate my 
Ministers as highly as it is possible for a Christian 
to do, it would not cause me so many pangs to differ 
so widely from them. But notwithstanding this 
respect for my spiritual fathers in Christ, 1 am not 
disposed ts see them recommending a departure 
from the primitive principles of our great and re­
vered founder, the immortal Wesley, without raising 
my feeble voice against it. I have several reasons, 
Sir, for protesting against the conduct of the Con­
ference on the present occasion : the first and prin­
cipal one is, that they have done injustice to the 
sacred commission which they hold, by interfering 
in a matter by no means appertaining to them as 
Christian Ministers. It Is said that their conduct 
in supporting the Bill of the present Ministry does 
not necessarily prove that they are interfering in 
politics. But, Sir, I would ask, is not the measure 
a political one ? Was it not introduced into the 
House by the present Ministry ? Is it not the ques­
tion upon which that Ministry decided to stand or 
fall in their present appeal tq the country Î On the 
principle of shunning the least appearance of evil, 
it was in my opinion the duty of our Ministers to 
keep aloof from any intermeddling with so exciting 
a question, as it certainly, to say the least of it, 
piesenta the appearance of having about it some 
thing wrong ; that it has been, as it were, a firebrand 
thrown amongst us just on the eve of a general 
Election. If this example, Sir, be continued to be 
followed, I fear that it will have the effect of rending 
our Zion asunder. Another reason why I object to 
the interference of the Committee is, that it seems 
to imply an assumption on their part of a right of 
controlling the members of the Church in the exer­
cise: of their elective franchise. This assumption 
I utterly repudiate—1 deny the right of any Minister, 
or of any other person, to dictate to me as to how 
or for whom I should cast ray vote ; and I am sure 
that such an attempt to usurp the controlling of the 
political bias of the people, will only end in dissen­
sion and strife. Another reason why, even if I 
admitted the principle of receiving support from 
the State, I should oppose the countenancing of the 
present Bill by our Ministers is, that while it ex­
cludes those denominations with whom we have 
communion and consider evangelical, it courts al 
lianee with at least one Church which the members 
of the Methodist body have been always taught to 
look upon as schism At leal and heretical. While it 
•ays to theeonscientious Congregationalism and the 
warm-hearted Baptist, you snail have no part or 
lot in the matter, it extends the right hand of fellow­
ship to the Reman Catholic, and seems to say, not­
withstanding your heresies and corruptions, although 
we disbelieve in your doctrines and detest your 
tenets, yet for the sake Of a portion of the dross of 
«hie world, foe MOB paltry pounds a year, we are 
willing te give yen a rank and supremacy ore. 
others from whose principle* we but slightly differ. 
While te the men who annually appear on our Mis­
sionary platform as the advocates and seconders of 
our efforts to evangelise the heathen it says, you 
are not deemed worthy of notice, it enclasps in its 
unbrace Churches which have always looked upon 
Methodism as a poor and despised thing, and as­
serted over it a dominancy and supremacy which 
it has always opposed. For these, Sir, and many 
ether reasonable and valid causes, I oppose a mea 
•u-e which will make Methodism a Bye-word and 
derision amongst Christians of all denominations- 
a measure which is held out as a bait to entrap

in relation to the two countries were not alike. After 
some very appropriate remarks upon the requisite quali­
fications of a Speaker, he dwelt upon the absolute neces­
sity of the Speaker being well acquainted with the 
languages used by the persons over whose del iberations 
and discussions he had to preside. It was well known 
that Sir Allan MacNab had to rssort to a translation 
before he could decide on a point of order. On this point, 
as we cannot do it justice by a paraphrase, we insert the 
following extract from Mr. Baldwin’s speech :—

“ But, Sir, it is important that every man who is called 
upon to discharge his duty by addressing the Chair of this 
House, should at least feel the satisiaction of being under­
stood by the gentleman whom he addresses ; and that Ü 
he is out of order, the declaration of it should come from 
one who fully understands the terms he has used. I say 
it is the right of every member of this House to speak in 
his own language, and when culled ipon to restiaiu him­
self within certain bounds to be prescribed by the Chair, 
to have it explained to him by the person to whose deci­
sion he is obliged to bow, and in the language which he 
himself understands. That cannot be done if you fill the 
Chair with a gentleman who does not speak both lan­
guages. (Hear, hear.) I feel in this case precisely as I 
should if it was proposed to place in that Chair a gentle­
man who could speak nothing hut French. With regard 
to the other points which it is necessary to consider in the 
election of a Speaker, the hon. gentleman whom I shall 
conclude by proposing, has been a long time in the Par­
liament of Lower Canada ; he has occupied a scat ir. this. 
House since the Union ; he is acqu^fft’ed with tl e members 
of both sides of the House; hurdign ty of deportment, 
knowledge of Parliamentary law, and urbanity of manner 
—not merely to his political friends, but to all—every ore 
who knows him will admit, I am sure. (Hear, hear.) I 
do not know that there is a single person within these 
walls whom you could select so little exposed to the 
slightest obnoxious feeling on the part of any individual 
member who has ever known him These ar^ considera­
tions not to be lost sight of, particularly when coupled 
with those to which I have alluded. I think, then, con­
sidering the position in which we arc placed, with members 
who understand no other language than the French, it 
would not be doing justice to them or theiiyconstituencies 
were we to place in that Chair a gentleman who has not 
the advantage of even underslanding the language in 
which they will address him. I therefore beg to propose 
that the Hon. A. N. Morin be placed in the Chair of this 
House.”

Mr. Lafontaine supported the nomination of Mr. 
Morin.

The division followed—Yeas 54, Nays 19.
Mr. Morin was conducted to the Chair by the mover 

and seconder of the motion for his election to that office. 
He then thanked the House for the honour conferred upon 
him.

Mr. Robinson moved the adjournment of the House 
until Momday, 28tlrFebruary, at hall past two o’clock.

Sir Allan MacNab, in rising to speak to the question 
of adjournment, took occasion to congratulate the new’ 
Speaker on his election to the Chair ; and thanked him 
for his generou* and handsome conduct in undertaking to 
discharge the duties of the office of Speaker for him (Sir 
A- MacNab) during the previous Session. He In return 
offered heartily and readily any services that it might be 
in his power to give, as occasion might require, and as 
he, from his long Parliamentary experience, might be able 
to render.

After a few words from the Speaker, the House ad­
journed till Monday.

With reference to the debate on the election of Speaker, 
Col. Prince is not borne out in his statements by the Par­
liamentary history of the House of Commons. The 
election of a Speaker has often buen the occasion of a 
party contest. It was so very recently, when Mr. Manners 
Sutton was displaced hy the election of Mr. Abcrcmmby ; 
and, as the Pilot justly remarks, that as it is usual, after 
long service, to pension the retiring Speaker, it is not 
always expedient to make the election of Speaker a party 
question. If we refer to the facts of history, we find that 
it has become almost a law, rot only to p nsion the 
retiring Speaker, but to elevate him to the Peerage. H >vv 
many Peers and pensions would he the result of always 
making the election of Speaker a party question ? /t 
therefore, we think very wisely agreed upon, that when 
the duties are efficiently performed, there shou d be no 
change. This applies only to England ; it r-innot apply 
to Canada, where the retiring Speaker has no claim to a

With reference to Sir Allan MacNab’s qualifications, 
we think that they cannot be disputed, if he were Speaker 
of the Upper Canada House of Assembly, as he once 
was ; hut when it is well known that he is not acquainted 
with the French language, and it is his duty to preside in 
an Assembly where part of the members speak only the 
English language, and part only French, We have no 
choice whatever. The writer of this article is acquainted 
with both languages, and has heard the new Speaker 
speak both languages, and though there can he no doubt 
that he excels in the French, his speeches in the English 
language were complete, as to giving live sense of the 
speaker. No Englishman would have any difficulty in 
understanding him, even upon, a joint of order which re­
quired the nicest discrimination as to the meaning of 
words. A French accent is the only charge that can be 
brought against the new Speaker in relation to language, 
A person that can deliver a good speech in the English 
language, though it be not his native tongue, must ha 
no little knowledge of that language. We might ask 
how many Englishmen can make a speech in a forei n 
language 1

On the whole, to elect Mr. Morin as Speaker is no party 
triumph, for the Speaker, from the nature of his office 
becomes neuter immediately he is pu» in the Chair.

He 
went to a considerable length in eulogizing Sir Allan 
MacNab for his past conduct as Speaker of the House ; 
and though he admitted that it was desirable that the 
Speaker should be master of the French language, he 
thought that it was not indispensably necessary.

Mr. Baldwin followed.# He observed that while he 
Celt great aaliefaetion in admitting that he was on terms 
of friendship with the late Spanker, he repudiated all 
personal considerations. He added hi» testimony to that 
ol the political supporters of the late Speaker, with regard 
to the satisfactory manner in which the duties of the 
office of Speaker had been performed hy him. He had 
felt himself called upon to support him when they had 
deserted him, and this both he (Mr. Baldwin) and his
