At an executive meeting of the Wo-
men’s Canadian Club held this morning,
it was decided to hold a patriotic con-
cert in this city on the evening of Oc-
tober 28, the proceeds to be devo L to
wards the Belgium relief fund. This is
in response to an appeal received by the

wards, from the consul-general for Bel-
gium. Mr. Goor, of Ottawa, asking that
something be done by Londoners.

Extracts from the letter are as fol-
lows:

«Urgent relief to the inhabitants of
large sections of Belgium, whoese homes,
crops, and other means ‘of. living “have
been destroyed, is greatiy needed in or-
der that many of them may ot die of
hunger or exposure. Their misery can-
not but increase during the com‘ng win-
ter unless assistance comes to them
from everywhere.

Many Destitute.

Much has been done already by Great
Britain, but the number of destitute will
be very large. Canada has shown such
admirable loyalty to her mother country
and such great sympathy and apprecia-
tion for the brave Belgians, that she wili
certainly do generously and enthusias-
tically her share of the.relief.

The relief work appeals confidently to
all residents of Canada for urgent con-
tributions in kind or money. The most
suitable contributiens in kind will be
clothing of every description, new or old,
for women, men and children; blankets
of wool or cotton, shoes, flour, oatmeal,
sugar, dried fruits, dried vegetables,
salted fish, salt, bacon, pork and beans,
or other canned eatables, etc. Ship-
loads of these will be needed.

Contributions in money will be em-
loyed for purchasing goods in Canada
and for freight to Belgium.

STATUE OF KING EDWARD
UNVEILED IN MONTREAL

| Governor-General Performs
Ceremony—French-Cana-
dians Tender Homage.

Montreal, Oct. 1.—The Governor-Gen-
|eral, the Duke of Connaught, this morn-
iing unveiled a statue of King Edward
in Phillips Square. The occasion was
|signalized by an outburst of popular
|enthusiasm and loyalty, the duke, who
:\vas accompanied by the duchess and
| Princess Patricia, driving behind a mili-
‘itar,\' guard through streets crowded with
| cheering people, Sir Francois Langelier,
| lieutenant-governor of Quebec, Sir Lo-
mer Gouin, premier of the province,
| Mayor Martin and the city council were
| present at the unveiling. Others present
{included Sir Robert Borden and Sir Wil-
frid Laurier.

| The duke was welcomed at Phillips
| Square by Sir Thomas Shaughnessy,
i president of the King Edward memorial
!fund committee, which raised the money
| for the statue, and Sir Alexander La-
coste, vice-president.

Sir Thomas pointed out in his address

|to the duke, that, though the late king
{was known as the ‘‘Peacemaker,”” his
|attitude in the present crisis in Europe
| would have been, beyond question, the
{same as that of King George.
} Sir Alexander Lacoste referred to the
ladvantages that are being enjoyed by
| Tongland at the present time from the
|alliance that King Edward was able to
|effect. He tendered the duke, as repre-
{sentive of King George, the homage of
the French-Canadians in Qubec.

His royal highness paid a tribute to
the late king's love of culture and art,
iand to his efforts to preserve peace.

GERMANS DEST

OPEN AND UNFORTIFIED TOWN
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Foiled in Attempt To Drive Wedge Into Allies’ Front, They
Turn Artillery On Town, Which Collapses Like

House.

[Canadian Press.]

Paris under date of Wednesday,

correspondent of the Daily Mail de-
scribes the complete destruction by the
German heavy artillery of the open and
unfortified town of Albert, 18 miles from
Amiens, which has been the scene dur-
ing the past few days of a prolongsd
and terribly murderous artillery battle.
He says: ‘‘The struggle on the part of
the Germans to prevent their right wing
being turned compelled them continually
to push their front further north, and
to the west, while the allies continually
replied by extending their front to over-
lap the enemy, both sides bringing up
large reinforcements. This necessitated
long marches.

“On Saturday they began to realiz=
that their efforts were in vain. They
therefore changed their tactics and tried
to drive a wedge into the allies’ front.
The point of that wedge was the town
nf Albert.

Checked By French.

The attempt almost succeeded. They
brought up and massed their artillery,
and the French infantry suffered con-
siderably. They kept up a fire so rapid
in character that at night the whole sky
was lit up by bursting shells. On Sun-
day they gained perceptibly, and on

that time the French had brought up
large numbers of their famous quick-
firing betteries, and their deadly fire
checked the German advance.
‘‘Yesterday the enemy kept up his ef-
forts gamely, but by late afternoon it
had clearly failed of its aim. There
were French batteries at various points
around Albert, but none within a mile
of the town. At ten minutes past five,
German shells from their heavy guns
began to fall. Here is an account of the
scene from an eyewitness, who was on a
hill overlooking Albert:

It was just
as if some inventor had made a new
kind of explosive and had invited his
friends to see it demolish a model of a
town. 1 stayed there an hour fascin-
ated.’

The road toward Amiens at that time
was packed with refugees of all ages,
and old men and women, too feebie to |
walk were being wheeled in harrows.

“At half-past six a number of fires, |
lighting up the whole countryside, were i
visible. Looking toward Albert they |
appeared to be hay ricks, which had
been set alight by shells. The largest
of these red glares, however, was Albert
on fire. Against the flaming background |
the tall spire of a church stood out un-
injured up to 8 o’clock, but it was im-
possible to enter the town, as the hea
was too great and the streets
safe.”

Byron Protective Associa.tion?
Will Have Motor Patrol On
~ Thanksgiving Day.

A rousing meeting of the Byron
Game Protection Association was held
at Byron on Wednesday evening, when
extraordinary measures were adopted
to prevent trespassing and shooting on
the farms in the district.

President Warren Elson stated the
association had accomplished a great
deal since its inception last fall, but
there was much work yet to be
done. Human life, animals and prop-
erty must be protected in the district,
and any person found shooting on
private property would be prosecuted
to the fullest extent of the law.

J. Foster, a prominent London town-
ship farmer, related a thrilling experi-
ence he underwent lately in protecting
his property. He had ordered three
men off his farm who were there for
the purpose of shooting game. One of
these men, uttering an angry oath,
attemptey to level his gun at Mr.
Foster, but in the nick of time his
attempt was frustrated by the would-be
assailant’'s companions. Mr. Foster
gave chase, but the three men made
a lucky escape.

The association will take extra pre-
cautions on Thanksgiving Day to pre-
vent illegal shooting. A powerful motor
car has been hired and two special
constables will patrol the district to
hunt down any law breakers. The ase-
sociation also offers a reward of $10
to anyone who will give information
that will lead to the conviction of
any person or persons found damaging
the “No Trespassing’ signs which have

been placed on all the farms in the
district.
