BULGARIAN ANSWER ARTILLERY CREDIT
Says Balkan State Devotes Its 

Reply To Asking Counter 
Questions.

ANXIOUS ABOUT SERVIA LEMBERG FALL EXPECTED

Wants To Know Just What 
Will Be Given As Com­

pensation.

(Canadian Frees.]
Berlin, via London, June 22.—Bul­

garia'» answer to the entente powers 
regarding her participation in the war 
leavea the question undecided, according 
to information given out here today.

The propoeal of the quadruple entente 
wag that Bulgaria should mobilise im­
mediately and move against Turkey. 
The prospective compensation offered for 
such action included Servian Macedonia, 
Kavala (a port on the Aegean Sea in 
the extreme eastern part of Greece) 
with the Kavala hinterland and the 
territory north of the Enos-Midla line in 
Turkey. The powers are said to have 
•greed to mediate at Bucharest for the 
restitution to Bulgaria ot Dobrudja (a 
district of Roumania bordering on the 
Black Sea), and also to support Bulgaria 
financially during the war. No induce­
ments were offered for a continuance of 
Bulgarian neutrality.

The. Bulgarian answer, it is said, while 
courteous in tone, did not touch the 
question ot the Government’s attitude 
regarding mobilization, but devoted it- 
eelf to counter-questions. Bulgaria 
wished to know whether Servian Mace­
donia included only that part to which 
Bulgaria laid claim under the Balkan 
League treaty, or other parts as well.

The Tehtente allies are reported to 
have proposed that Servla, in return for 
ceding Macedonia, should receive suit­
able compensation in Albania, Bosnia 
and Herzegovina. Bulgaria, to which 
the future size of Servla Is Important 
In view of the necessity for maintaining 
the balance of power In the Balkans, re­
quested more definite information con­
senting Servian compensation and for a 
similar reason wished to know what 
Greece would receive in Asia Minor, as 
well as a more precise definition of the 
terms "Kavala and the hinterland."

Details regarding the proffered medi­
ation in Bucharest also are said to have 
been asked, aQd it was pointed out that 
Bulgaria, because of its exhaustion after 
the two Balkan wars, could participate 
In a new war only If its prospective 
Zeward was made definite and guaran­
teed. The note of Bulgaria is regarded 
bere as being a means taken to avoid 
immediate answer.

Meanwhile Russians Age Bat­
tering Enemy Forces in 

Bnkowina Province.

[Canadian Frees.]
Austro - Hungarian Headquarters, 

June 21, via London, June 22. Over­
whelming superiority of artillery again 
was chiefly responsible for Saturday’s 
quick and decisive defeat of the Rus­
sian army in the new lines protecting 
Lemberg. An immense amount of 
heavy artilery was massed against the 
heights of Magierow, northwest of 
Lemberg, which is admirably adapted 
by nature for defence and, fortified 
with a triple series of entrenchments, 
constituted the strongest part ot the 
Russian battlefront.

At a given signal the artillery opened 
fire against the Russian positions. The 
effect of the bombardment was crush­
ing. A shower of high explosive 
shells such as broke the Russian de­
fence along the Dunajeo in May, and 
In the battles on the San at the be­
ginning of June, fell Into the Russian 
trenches.

Shaken by Artillery.
The Russian troope were shaken by 

the artillery attack, and when the 
Austro-German infantry was ordered 
to charge they were able to sweep 
through and over all three lines of 
defence, not pausing until they reach­
ed the other side ot the ridges over­
looking the valley, through which 
runs the railroad and the highway 
from Lemberg to Zolkiew and Rawa 
Ruska.

Rawa Ruska now is captured, the 
railroad and highway are in Austro- 
German hands, and a wedge of the 
allied troops seems to cut straight 
through the. Russian, right wing, parts 
of which are retreating northward, 
while the rest are being driven in On 
the main Russian force around Lem­
berg.

Fall Expected Soon.
The battle now is raging for the 

possession of the Galician metropolis, 
and its Ml is expected within a day 
or two a- the latest.

Gen. Von Mackensen’n aftaiy. bare­
ly 12 miles away, is knocking at the 
gates from the north, whHe Gen. Von 
Boehm-Ermolli is north of the Grodek 
Lakes. A further advance from the 
south would have been delayed by the 
rolling, wooded country between the 
Dniester and Lemberg, and this blow 
would not have menaced the Russian 
lines of reVeat so seriously. Field 
Marshal Conrad Von Hoetzendorf, 
chief of staff, decided for that reason 
to attack from the north, placing the 
utmost confidence In the effect of the 
artillery preparation upon the strong 
Russian fortification. His calculations 
did not go astray. The Aflies’ victory 
caused the retirement of the Russians 
along the entire line through Grodek 
to the Dniester marshes, and thence 
eastward along the Dniester.

Russians Attacking.
While decisive blows were being de­

livered on this battlefront, the army 
In Bukowlna, under Generals Pfianzer 
and Baltin, was forced to withstand a 
series of extremely violent attacks 
from fresh Russian forces. These 
assaults were designed to relieve pres­
sure on Lemberg by breaking through 
the Austro-Hungarian right flank.

It is believed here the Russians will 
not attempt to hold Lemberg, but 
merely to fight rearguard actions in 
an attempt to get away safely the 
remnant of their armies. They have 
available for retreat only the double 
track road running east from Lemberg 
through Krasne to the Russian fron­
tier and a single track line from Lem­
berg southeastward through Brzezany, 
toward Bessarabia.

The allied troops on Saturday were 
only two days’ march from an Im­
portant railroad junction, the capture 
of which would spell disaster for the 
Russians.

Every Trifling Incident Mag­
nified and Suspicion Is 

Widespread.

NO ARRESTS YET MADE

Police and Border Officials 
Working Hard To Trace

Scouring District.
Up till noon no arrests had been made, 

but the whole district Is being scoured 
by poises of city, county, provincial 
and military police. Suspicions are rife, 
and incidents that two days ago would 
have passed unnoticed are being magni­
fied into suspicions that seemed to grip 
every resident of the vicinity.

German Scare.
Vigilance at the ferry landings has 

been increased, and customs and immi­
gration officials are subjecting everyone 
who enters the coutnry at this point to 
the most searching Inquiry. Neighbors 
are looking askance at neighbors, and 
while there hardly seems ground for a 
“German scare," one has surely gripped 
the entire countryside.

Unparalleled Stir.
The military authorities, while recog­

nizing the gravity of the situation, are 
doing jtheir beet to prevent any undue 
excitement, but with one factory almost 
blown up and dynamite found at the 
armories, it is not to. be wondered at 
that the countryside Is in a furore of 
excitement that has been unparalleled 
since the declaration of war..

Mexico City, June 7—(Correspond­
ence).—The pitiable condition of Mexico 
City after months of absence of com­
munication by rail, mail and all other 
means, was made evident today by a 
circular issued by the British legation. 
This circular was addressed to six 
hundred foreigners of all nationalities, 
who have been vainly trying to leave 
the capital for-the - past few weeks. 
Among them are thirty-four Italians, 
who wish to join the colors. Thirteen 
other nationalities are represented, in­
cluding 90 Americans. The instructions 
follow:

Last Chance.
“AH passengers are instructed to be 

at Calleponciano Arriago, In front of 
the Palaclo Legislative at 4 a.m. The 
last of the caravan wagons will leave 
at 6 a.m. The vehicles will not wait 
for anyone who is late.

“Women, children and the infirm will 
be carried by train out of the suburbs 
as far as Tlzayuca.

“No baggage whatsoever will be al­
lowed on the train.

“The train party will unite with the 
wagon caravan at Tlzayuca, from 
whence all will proceed to the place of 
encampment, where a ‘llager’ will be 
formed.

“No one must count on obtaining any 
provisions or foodstuffs on the trip, and 
passengers are ordered to keep to­
gether. Food and water for at least 
four days should be carried by each.”

Great Difference.
Four years age. through trains to the 

principal cities of the United States, 
carrying diners and Pullmans provided 
with all the luxuries of modem travel, 
left this capital. At the present time 
wagon and automobile caravans leave 
for nearby cities, where connection is 
made for the port of Vera Crux. The 
fare on these primitive trains ranges 
from 8100 to $1,000, Mexican currency, 
according to the class of vehicle em­
ployed. Even this service has been In 
existence only a short time. The roads 
leading out of Mexico City towards 
Puebla and Pachuca now resemble 
stretches of the American prairies in 
the late forties, when immigrant trains 
were travelling westward.

FEARFUL BREAD LINES.
[Canadian Press.]

San Antonio, Texas, June 22.—Eight 
thousand Mexican civilians are being 
fed dally at Monterey from supplies 
furnished by the American Red Cross, 
and the food situation at Saltillo Is 
even more critical. It was reported to­
day by special agent J. C. Weller to 
Gen. C. A. Devol, general manager of 
the Red Cross. In the Monterey bread­
lines are to be found 800 women, 
widowed by the war, some of them with 
as many as eight children.
