The "find" of the season so tai 
was the Red-Breasted Merganser. one 
of the "fish ducks." A pair of these 
fine birds was seen about a week ago 
This is only the second time that 
they have been recorded in Middle- 
sex County in over 40 years' observa-

The mi- 
gratory birds cor vention act states 
very clearly our duty in this matter, 
and it behooves the boy, or man 1er 
that matter, who goes out with his 
22 rifle to watch his step, as the kill­
ing of one of our birds, or even 
shooting at one. may mean a $100 
fine and the confiscation of his shoot­
ing iron.
