Cape Town 
is the chief town of the Cape Colony, with 
a population of about thirty thousand; about 
seventy-five per cent. are colored people, 
chiefly Malays.

English enterprise 
has stirred them up a little of late years, but 
it has remained, and is still, a very slow- 
going place for business. Its most success 
ful business men are Scotchmen, most of 
them having no business training, having 
come out sa soldiers, and in variousother ways. 
Some of the most prominent members of the 
Cape Legislative Council and Assembly hail 
from Northof the Tweed. Port Elizabeth is the 
principal commercial town. Its growth has 
been considered very rapid for South Africa, 
having sprung up within the past forty years, 
and has now a population of about twenty 
thousand. The exports from Port Elizabith 
of produce, chiefly wool, amount to over 
three millions sterling. I notice, from a late 
paper, that about three-fourths of the pro- 
duce shipped from Port Elisabeth to America 
have been given on credits authorized by 
Duncan, Sherman & Co.,of New York, whose 
failure has jaat been announced. I spent 
some time in Grahamstown - the city of the 
first settlers—a very pretty place, and a 
most desirable place to live in, but rather 
damp for any one suffering from chest com- 
plaints. The first line of railroad in the 
Eastern Province has just been opened at 
Port Elizabeth, for a distance of about 20 
miles. All produce and goods are conveyed 
by bullock waggons, and if any this mode of 
conveyance will be in general use for many 
years to come, at the present rate of making 
railroads. The expense of goods imported 
from England to here is enormous. I 
reckoned the expenses on some agricultural 
machinery — which is allowed in free of duty 
—and it mounted up to one hundred and fifty 
per cent. The freight paid to the transport 
rider between here and Port Elizabeth, a du- 
tance of six hundred miles, was twice the 
amount paid for freight between England 
and the Cape, over 6,000 miles. Bloemfontein 
is the capital of the Orange Free State. It 
was at one time a British possession, but 
the revenue wouldn’t pay working expenses, 
so it was cast adrift twenty five years ago. 
The population are chiefly Dutch. It is 
governed by a President, Legislative Coun- 
ail and Volksraud, composed of Dutch

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A strange discovery has just been made 
by the officials of the Marylebone Vestry. 
The vestry have, at the request of the in- 
habitants, determined to lay down a noise 
lees pavement in Oxford street in lieu of the 
present granite cubes, and before the work 
was begun orders were issued to the gas and 
water companies to at once carry out any 
repairs in contemplation. The Chartered 
Gas Company, in carrying out their repairs, 
came to two much-worn iron flaps close to 
the curb by North Audley street. The 
curiosity of the workmen was aroused as to 
where the opening might lead to, whereupon 
the men plied their pick axes, and, after 
some difficulty, succeeded in raising the 
daps, when they discovered some brick 
steps, some sixteen in number, leading to a 
subterranean charaber. On descending, 
they entered a room of considerable size 
measuring eleven feet two inches long by 
nine feet two inches wide, and nearly nine 
feet high. The roof, which is arched, is of 
stone, and with a few exceptions is in fair 
repair. The walls, to the height of five 
feet, are built of small red brick, such as was 
used by the Romans, in which are eight 
chamfered Gothic arches, w ith stone panels, 
as though originally used as windows for ob- 
taining light. The upper part of the wall is 
of more recent date, and from all appear- 
ances incloses other apartments than the 
one found. In the four corners of the 
chamber there is a recess with an arched 
roof,extending with a bend as far as the arm 
can reach. On the top of the red brick wall is 
a stone cornice, on which is inscribed some 
writing in rade English, but which cannot 
be deciphered on account of age and dirt. In 
the middle of the chamber is a sort of pool 
or bath built of stone, measuring five feet 
six inches by seven feet seven inches. It is 
about aix feet deep, and at present contains 
about three feet six inches of water, 
which is tolerably clear and fresh. There 
is a spring of water which can be seen 
bubbling up, and provision is made for an 
overflow in the sides of the bath. The 
whole of the walls are covered with slime, 
but the atmosphere was not offensive. From 
all appearances the place was originally a 
baptistry. A fow days since, some work-

They excite the cupidity of 
powerful neighbours, while they are too 
weak for effective government. Switz 
erland may be taken as an ex- 
ception; but her position has been con- 
firmed by consent, which endows her with a 
valuable species of neutrality. The federa- 
tion proposed may not be easily accom- 
plished, for many local politicians may re- 

gard it as the death knell to their proten- 
aions. Yet it will, no doubt, receive every 
encouragement from America and Europe, 
as being a sensible and worthy renewal of 
relations that formerly existed, but which 
were rudely disturbed by self-seeking and 
ambitious men. The former Union was 
broken up in 1839 by a self-inflicted blow.

On the 9th inst., 
white cleaning a fowling-piece belonging to 
the Prince, which was loaded, he inadver- 
tetly pulled the trigger and received the 
contents of the barrel in his body. Instant 
death was the consequence. The effect of 
this accident upon the Prince was very 
painful, and served visibly to aggravate his 
own indisposition.

1867 the capital of the Company hae been 
augmented from fifty to one hundred and 
fifty millions ($150,000,000) and this with­
out increasing the length of the road 
or the value of the undertaking.

’ The conclusion which hae been arrived at ie, 
that vast sums have been squandered, die

1 counted, given away and stolen Not a 
doubt of it; and not on thia road alone, but 
on others the-reputation of which eland a 
OF higher. After a hard struggle in the 
few York law courte the corrupt adminis 
ration was displaced, a receiver appointed; 
nd now a species of re-organization is 
going on with some expectation of satisfac- 
tory result. Yet all is not plain sailing 
by any means. Rent charges and bonded 
interest alone amount to $5,000,000, while 
the net earnings do not reach to more then

/ $4,000,000, so that there ia a flat million to 
‘ the bad. Besides thia, there is

a floating debt of $4,000,000, which 
if not paid off hae at leaet to 
be attended to in the matter of interest.
