The Queen has donated £50 to the Lord
Mayor’s fund for the sufferers of 8t. John’s,
Newfoundland.
Dr. Cream Charged with Marder.
The jury whieh has been inve:tigating
the death of Matiide Colver, the girl who
died in October last, and an examinaion
of whose remains showed that she had
been poisoned with strychnine, to-day re
turned a verdict of wilful murder against
Thomas Neill, oth¢rwise Dr. Cream.
Riots in Spain,
There is widespread rioting in Spain-
against the octroi duries. At Selva, in the
Province of Tarragona, the ociroi offices
were burned to-day by a mob., The col
lector and the employes of the offices,
when they rushed from the burnice
building, were stoxed, aund several
of them were badly injured. The rioters,
flushed with theit succ.ss at the oc roi
offices, made an attack upon the Town
Hall and carried it by storm. The Mayor
fled, but was wounded by the rioters The
mobd took full possession of the buil:inz,
forced open the safes and destroyed many

Jdocuments. The police were powerless,

and the troops were culled upon to sup-
press the disorders.. The rioters showed
an inclination to resist the soldiers, but the
latter fired upon them, killing several acd
wounding many otbers.

The Terrible Landsiide Disaster,

The work of searching for the bodies of
those who lost their lives in the disastzr of
St. Gervais-les-Biins Tuesday morning
was continued next day. The bodies of
those already recovered are torn and
mangled most horribly. In many cases the
heads were torn from the bodies, while in
others, the arms and legs had been cut off
by the sharp rocks cr huge masses of ice
that had passed over them. Again some
bodies were fouud that had been crushed
out of all semblance to humanity. The
scene at 8t. Gervais is indeed a most heart-
When the glecier slid
down into the Bon Nant, on which
mountain siream St.  Gervais - les -
Beins is situated, the cuirent was
dammed, and the water rose rapidly
behind the buge wall of ice. Finally the
pressure became 5o great that the cam
was broken, and then roaring, grinding
and crushing the immense
of water and tremcndous ma<s:s
of ice siarted down the ravine.
Many eof the victims were overtaken in
their sleep and instantly swept in‘o the
torrent, where they were drowned, &nd
their bodies afterwards mutilated by the
debris or being ciushed. Of the 57 em-
ployed in the baths only 9 were saved alive.
and 7 of these are severely injured.
Among the victims was a Dane, who es-
captd from the terrible explosion on the
steamer Mont Blane, at Duchy, on the
Lake of Gereva, last Saturday, when
twen'y-six per-ons were killed. At the ham-

persons were killed.

and it is hoped a large sum wiil be
raised, as many women and children
bave been deprived of support. Some
marvellous escapes are reported. Fifteen
persons who were staying a% the baths
were saved by piesence of mind of the
resident physiciae, who, hearing the roar
of the coming water and debris, opened
the doors of rooms rearest him and called
to the occupants to flee for their lives. The
physician led them through a window and
up the side to a place of safety. The hair
dressers at the baths hastily improvised a
bridge across the Boa Nant, and on this
twenty persons crcssed and reached a
sheltered spot, from which they were
afterwards rescued.
