Track ‘Bader Water.
Camp PoplarRiver, Mont., March 22: ■ 

—The great flood, on the upper Missouri 
river does not abate. The .Vater is the 
highest seen for many years, and the 
river is rising rapidly. The ice has broken 
at Galpin and is running fast. There is a 
large gorge at Culbanks, about ten miles 
above here, and another at Frenchman’s 
Point, seven miles below, 
feet of water on the railroad track at 
Wolf » Point, and the bridges are all 
washed out. All trains are delayed. The 
Milk river is also commencing to break 
up, and the country is flooded for forty 
miles around. Hundreds of cords of wood 
cut for river steamers are floating away. 
Cattle men and Indians will lose large 
quantities of hay. The red men have all 
left the lowlandü» and are camped, on billa 
and high grounds. Their forms are under 
four feet of water, and their fences swept 
away. There is some loss of stock, and if 
the river gorges at this place the loss will 
be immense.

Some 
of the Indiana who were employed to de­
tain the former were said to be concerned 
in the murder. A party had been fitted 
out armed with repeating rifles and other 
weapons, and proceeded to Fort Tongas, 
Alaska, where they boarded the Teaser, 
placed the captain and owner and crew 
under arrest aud brought the Teaser to 
Victoria, on a warrant charging piracy. 
An international crime had been commit­
ted, and yet no action had been taken by 
either party. Some of the owners of the 
Teaser had sent this armed party 
to arrest the Teaser which had 
gone on a legitimate voyage, and 
committed this acfcdf piracy, which led up 
to the murder of the crew of tiie Seabird; 
aud more, the plunder secured from 
this murder was used by these Indians as 
a fee to retain certain lawyers for their 
defence. (He would suggest that the com­
mit te consist of Messrs. McLeese, Sem-

A public meeting of the settlers of 
Alberni was held at the Landing on the 
17th inst., to take into consideration the 
best means to adopt in order to secure 
connection with the outer world. " Mr. R. 
Pinkerton whs appointed chairman and 
Mr. G. Ai Huff secretary. The meeting 
was addressed by several of the settlers, 
after which the following petition was 
drawn up and adopted, a copy thereof to. 
be presented to the Hon. Robert Duns- 
muir and to Hoi). Forbes Geo. Yemen, 
chief commissioner of lands and works.

Ai.bkkni, B.C., March 17th^. 1888. 
The Son. R. Duntmuir, Victoria :—

Sin:—We the undersigned settlers of 
Alberni have heard with great satisfaction 
of the opening of the coal .mines at 
Comox, of the large oiltput of coal con­
templated, and the consequent employ­
ment of a great number of minera. 1 On 
more chan one occasion we have drawn 
the attention of the Government to our 
remote and isolated situation in this large 
valley among the mountains at the head 
of Barclay Sound and to the 
fact that the products of the 
place are practically land-locked for 
want of reliable communication with ex­
isting markets. So far we have appealed 
in vain for the establishment of stated 
steamboat service. Difficulties jio doubt 
stand in the way of 
taining any purely 
transportation. The distance (140 miles) 
between Alberni and Victoria and the all 
but entire absence of settlement along the 
west coast between the two points would 
tend to prevent any steamboat service 
from becoming sufficiently remunerative, 
for a considerable period. At the same 
time, as we came and settled here, en­
couraged by the representations of gov­
ernment officials; as we are virtually help­
less without government assistance, and 
as we were led to believe that a way to 
market for our produce would be provided 
when'thé occasion demanded, to the gov­
ernment we naturally and properly look 
to implement these representations by 
tangible actions and provide some desirable 
outlet for the productions of the district. 
The present untoward state of affairs has 
already materially retarded the progress 
of the settlement and unless a remedy is 
speedily forthcoming the district generally 
will suffer serious and it may be irrepar­
able injuty. ,, ,

Whatever objections may be urged 
against granting a subsidy which would 
he required to be renewed from year to 
year, no objection can posaibly be made 
by any fab-minded person to extending 
the Beaver creek road to Comox mines. 
By this means two large and promiamg 
settlements would be connected and a 
steady market for the productions of tile 
whole district brought within reach. 
(The 116 settlers here, aa above stated, 
are in the meantime without a market.) 
We, therefore, pray in the strongest 
manner that a road from Alberni to tio- 
mox mines be opened up immediately, 
and that a preliminary exploration with 
this object in View be made before vegeta­
tion has advanced so far as to prevent a 
thorough and satisfactory examination of 
the various possible passes being made.

Dear Sir:—I understand the fact to be that 

the Attorney-General is at present unable per­
sonally to attend to his duties owing to illness,

the arrangement is merely a tem 
meet the exigency of the case, 
services are to be rendered gratuitously.

I understand further that previously to nil 
this you had been retained for the defence in 
two cases in which several persons are charged 
with capital offences, and that you had acted 
as counsel for one of them on his trial at the la -t 
assizes and are still under the original retainers 
to conduct hie defence and the defences of the 
others at their trials which are expected to 
take place at the next sittings of the court.

The view, I take of your position, from a p:o- 
fessional stand point, is as follows:

1. I think you are bound hy your retainers 
and should act as counsel at the coming trials 
for the parties oh whose behalf your services 
had been previously secured.

2. I think it would be implied that your su­
pervision of the department during the Attor­
ney-General's absence was not to extend in 
any way to any case bn prosecution in which 
you were previously under a retainer binding 
you to act for the defence: and that the man­
agement and direction of all matters in any 
way connected with such a case, so far as they 
devolved upon the Attorney-General or his de­
partment, were to be entrusted to some one 
other than «yourself.

To THB Editob:—A discussion relating 
to the public schools appears to be at 
band.
