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BOARD OF TRADE'S MEETNG.

The meeting of the Board of Trade on
Monday was important and significant.
The lesson to be learned from it is that
the leading men of Victoria are deter-
mined to insist upon the reasonable
claims of the city without regard to
their party associations and predilec-
sions. The gentlemen composing the
Board are of both parties, but they were
completely united asto the fairness of the
claim to have the China steamers call at
Victoria, and- of the obligation of the
Government of the Dominion to extend
to this city that accommodation. There
could be nomistaking the tone of the
meeting, and the speeches made and the
resolutions passed expressed in moderate
terms the views and the determination
of the gentlemen composing the Board
of Trade.

We, for our part, are confident that
justice will be done to Victoria in this
matter. The Canadian Pacific Company
find that it will be to their interest to
comply with the requirements of the
city. President Van Horne will, it can-
not be doubted, be as good as his word,
and if the requisite accommodation be
provided for the steamships at the outer
wharf the steamers, on: their outward
andinward voyages, will call at Victoria.
The members of the Board of Trade
deserve every credit for their efforts to
secure thismeasure of justice for the lead-
ing corhmetcial ¢ity of British Columbia.
It is mors thaiprobable ‘that if they
were less . zealous, if they ceased
for any - considerable - time to : urge the
claims of this city, those ¢laims would
be lost sight of both by the Government
and the Railway Company. These men
of business know enough of the world
to be convinced that if the citizens of
Victoria do not look sharply after their
own interests no one else will.  When
the steamers do call at this port, as we
hope and believe they will, we trust

.that the citizens will not forget that
they owe the benefit almost: wholly to
the untiring exertions of the Board of

Trade.

rising against a bad system which de-
prived the men of much that they had
honestly earned. The contractors and
sweaters ground the dock laborers down
and kept from them a large part of
what ought to be their wages. In the
settlement that has been made the con-
tract system has been abolished and the
dock laborers get all that is paid forithe
work they do.

We see that there is a good deal of
glorifying over the victory that has been
gained and great predictions about
what Burns and his fellow socialists are
going to do by and by. But Burns
seems to forget that the victory of the
dogk laborers is mainly due to the sym-
pathy they received from men of all
ranks and occupations. The nation aga
whole pitied them.
