The carpenters’ strike has been set-
tled. . The situation was discussed at a
specfal mée:ing‘of the (Carpenters’ Un-
ion yesterday, and. decision was reach-
ed by a narrow majority to accept the
terms offered by the Builders’ Associa-
tion, though it is claimed on the one
hand that eaid terms are in the nature
of a compromise, the rettlement being
the result of a slight concession to_the
¢arperters’ demands on the part of the
contractors. Under the arrangement
now agreed upon, the men are to receive
40 cents an hour for a week of 44 hours,
with Saturday afternoons off. If work
is performed on Saturday afternoon the
rate of pay is to be 5O cents per hour.
The earpenters are by no us ungni-
mous in approving eof the terme of the
settlement, and a number of . the men
have expressed a determination to hold
out for what was originally _demanded
—$3.50 per dag. ; e general impres-
siony” however, is ‘that malcontents will
fall into line and that in a few  days
pleasant relations will once again pre-
vail all around.

The strong support thus given the
master contractors who make up the
Bmlders'_Assoeiation obviously was a
blow against the strikers of g very ef-
fective and serious character, and the
latter had been looking round for some
method by which to circumvent the mill
men. Some of them having obtained
legal advice on the matter, they intend
to commence an action in the court to
establish whether or no thé mill men
have committed an offence under Sec-
tion 520 of the Criminal Code, which
reads as follows: §

“Every one is guilty of an indictable
offence and liable to a penalty not ex-
ceeding $4,000 and not less than $200,
or to two years’ imprisonment, and if a
corporation is liable, be the -penalty not
exceding $10,000, who conspires, com-
bines, agrees or arranges with any oth-
er person, or with any. railway, steam-
ship, steamboat or transportation com-
pany unlawfully:

“(a) To limit the facilities for trans-
porting, producing, manufacturing, sup-
plying, storing or dealing in any article
or commodity which may be a subject of
trade or commerce; or 5

“(b) To’restrain or injure trade or
commerce in relation to any such article
or commodity; or

“(e) To prevent, limit, or.lessen the
manufacture or production of any such
article or commeodity, or to enhance the
price thereof; or
. “(d) To prevent or lessen competition
in the produection, manufacture, pur-
chase, barter, sale, transportation, or

u article or commo-
ity, or In the price of insurance upon
person or property.”

It is likely that the matter will be
brought up 'in court during the coming
week. The case will be watched with
interest. A similar action is now pro-
ceeding in the Ontario courts.

TRADES UNIONS AND SOCIALISM

Subject of Lecture by Rev. B. F. Wil-
son in A, O. U. W. Hall
—— 1

3 Bgfore a large audience Monday éven-
ing in A. O. U. W. Hall, Rev. Ben. F.
Wilson, of Berkley, Cal., the Socialist
lecturer, dealt at length with the sub-
ject of Socialism and trades unions, O.
Lee Charlton acted as chairman. The
meeting opened with a recitation byl
Mrs. Gleason on “Prohibitionists’ View!
of Socialist Movement.” J. C. Wafters,
president of the local branch of the B.
C. Socialist party, was the firstespeaker,
dealing with the breadth of the Socialist
platform, the growth of the movement,
and the coming provineial campaign.
He maintained that trades unions were
the direct outcome of capitalism, but
were inadequate to meet prevailing con-
ditions. A

Rev. Mr. Wilson, on rising to speak,
said that not many years back trades
unions were lookéd upon as a dangerous'
movement, but that charge had now been/
laid at the door ‘of the new trades union
—the Socialist movement—and in spite
of the conservative unionist of the
Gompers and Mitchell type the Socialist
movement would ultimately lead the
workers to their emancipation. Therd
never was sSuch vast aggregation of]
wealth in the hands of a few as today,
and never such facilities for ecreating
wealth. On the other hand, there never
were so many people dependent on an-
other class for the privilege of living on
the earth. There was never such povert
in proportion to the "wealth created)
Men in such a condition were not free
men, but slaves. The speaker main-
tained that Socialists had no quarreP
with capitalists as individuals, but with
the system that produced the Morgans,
Rockefellers, (Carnegies, ete. - Trades
unions and Socialists were alike in that
they were composed of the working
class, but.the trade uniohist differed
widely from the ‘Socialist in mot im-
peaching the present system, nor de-
manding the full product of his toil, and
never yet presented a remedy for the
existing social wrongs. It was absov
Intely 1mpossible to get a system of Gus-
tice in a system of injustice, and he
wished to point out that the supremest
sfcab wns he who scabbed at the ballot
hox. The Socialists aimed at a
thorough revolution in thought, and just
as soon as the ignorance and prejudicd
of the workers was dispersed with,
Socialism would come.

‘After »n song by Miss Amy Kneeshaw;
J. H. Hawthornthwaite, NP P
spoke briefly on the great social prob
lems coufronting human society today,
after which the meeting dispersed.
