Hon.Mr.Aylesworth Gives: Public
Opinions the Grand

Ottawa, May 7.—The position takea
by Hon. Mr. Aylesworth, postmaster-
general, that he should be allowed to
continue his practice in the courts since
his appointment as a cabinet minister
was successfully assailed by the oppos.-
tion in the Commons today, and as ‘M}.
Aylesworth knows the temper of publiz
opinion he will quickly mend his 'way:.

C. R. Lennox (Simcoe) led the attack,
and - established soundly the elaim that
the appearance of a minister of the
crown in the courts could mnot fail to
He argued
clearly and forcibly that the course taken
by the present government had tended
continually to degrade the judiciary.
The facts which he presented upheld his
case strongly, but he fortified them also
with an extensive array of precedents.
A remarkable feature of the debate was
Hon. Mr. Aylesworth’s reply. He at-
tacked Mr. Lennox personally for h's
motive in bringing up the guestion, and
declared with an autocratic air, worthy
of a czar, that he had a perfect right if
he chose to continue his practice before
the courts.

As to British Precedent.

-Hon. Mr. Borden, in a short speech,
completely riddled Hon. Mr.  Ayles-
worth’s position. He quoted from British
precedents for two hundred years to
show an inviolable rule had been for cab-
inet ministers to refrain from practic-
ing before the courts. He also strongly
condemned the practice of bringmng
judges into the turmoil of politics by ap-
pointing them upon commissions. = The
opposition leader, with great effect,
cited the rule laid dewn that civil ser-
vants must devote all their time to their
official duties, and pertinently asked why
should such a rule not apply to a min-
ister of the erown.

Hon. Mr. Fitzpatrick and Sir Wilfrid
Laurjer, in carefully-guarded speeches,
put the case much less arbitrarily
than did Mr. Aylesworth, and were
unable to corroborate him in several
important points. Mr. Fitzpatrick
went so far as to argue in opposition
to the postmaster-general that the
minister of justice should not appear
before the courts even in crown cases.

The Canadian government took over
the defences of Esquimalt yesterday
from the Imperial troops; the forts and
stores of the R. G. A. are now held by.
a new-formed Canadian garrison com-
pany.

¥Yesterday morning No. 5 company,
Royal Canadian Garrison Artillery, was
formed at Work Point. Capt. Elliston,
R. A, now R. C. G. A. was given com-
mand of the company. The newly-
formed company at present consists of
only forty men, members of the R. G.
A. who took service with Canada. To
augment the company to its full strength
of 120, about one-half the strength of
the present company of Imperial troops,
Sergeant Major Warder expeets troops
to be sent from the East to fill the com-
plement of 120 men.

With the formation of the Canadian
garrison company the work of taking
over the forts and stores of the R. G.
A. commenced at once and will probably
continue all week. The stores of the
Royal Engineers were not taken over
and no aection was taken regarding the
change of = this branch. When this
change will take place is unknown.

Capt. Muspratt-Willlams of the R.
G. A. is the only commissioned officer
other than Col. English, who, it is stat-
ed, will be transferred to Kingston, and
Capt. Elliston, who has taken service
with the Canadian company. ‘Captain
Williams will be a captain of the Can-
adian company, the strength of which
will be, one major, two captains and
four subalterns. !

When the change for which the offi-
cers and men had been eagerly await-
ing took place there was considerable

of war, ‘Gen. Rudiger: minister of ma-
rine, Vice Admiral Bireloff.

Baron Iswolsgky, the new foreign min-
ister, is about 50 years of age, and 18
one of the most capable of the younger
school of Russian diplomats. He was
formerly minister of the Vatican and
minister to_Japan.

The triangular route of the steamer
Princess Victoria. between the ports of
Victoria, Vancouver and Seattle, will
be inaugurated on Tuesday next, May
15th.

Included among
the new deputies are M. Lercy Beaulieu,
the politica]l economist and M. Barres
the aeademican. The defeated candi-
dates include M. Bouse, chairman of
the Budget committee, Count Stanlis De
Castellane, ‘brother of Count Boni De
Castellane and Former Premier Flour-
ens. Two picturesque characters, Col.
Marcliand, M. De Roulede, require sec-
ond ballots in their districts.
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
