Washington, April A—The attitude ol 
the Canadian government toward our fisher­
men attracts attention here, because ol its 
extreme unreasonableness and the irritating 
manner in which the Canadians are attempt­
ing to net up a system of non.interceurse, 
purely vexatious to our people, and at the 
same time injurious to their own. The 
Canadian! any that aa we abrogated the 
fishing olnuae In the treaty at Washington, 
our fishermen here no longer the right to 
fieh within the three mile limit fas Canadian 
waters, bat our fish 
do not want to fieh within the three mile 
limit; that they h%ve not done so ter some 
yea» and do not went to do it in foture. 
On that point, therefore, the» la no dis­
agreement ; but the Canadians assert that 
under the treaty ol 1818 our people have no 
right to go into Canadian perte exoept for 
wood, water and repaire. Oar fishermen 
have been in the habit ol going into 
those ports to bay codfish belt and 
haps other supplies, a traffic wbioh 
great advantage te the people in thoee 
ports who have no other, market far 
the belt they oolleot then our fishermen 
afford. Canadians now forbld^thair people 
to sell belt to our fishermen, and prohibit 
our people from going into their ports for 
that purpose. The question,therefore, which 
the Canadians have Hired is not one of 
fishery rights, but a question of commerce. 
The bait which our people have gone there 
to buy in past yean fcn 
to buy is lor use, not In Canadian waters, 
but on the codfish,banks in the open ocean. 
What the Canadian government assumes to 
do la to prohibit commercial intercourse of 
a certain kind. This b further Illustrated 
by the fact recently reported that some of 
onr fishermen having engaged the eervioee 
of Canadian fisherman to serve on their tea- 
sale, and going into a Canadian port to tfke 
them on board, were forbidden to do tbb. 
The Canadian government might just aa 
well have forbidden one of onr ships taking 
on board the same number ol carpenters oi 
bricklayers. The Canadian government 
begins thte,policy out of pure irritation at 
our abrogation ôl the fishery treaty, but 
they are going too far about the fishery 
rights. There to no way for them to get up 
a dispute with us as to the rights of com­
merce. Their home government will Scarce­
ly countenance, It is believed, any attempt 
on the part of the Canadians to.interfere 
with that, nor oan the United States enfler 
any each monetroae claim as that the friend*
