Carnage,
oruelty and devastation must apparent-
1y, carry & train of wide-spread calami-
iies, which one shudders {o contem-
plate, into every part of the Sultan's
domains. That those in revolt have
been miserably misgoverned apd op-
pressed, capnop be doubted; and yet
the horrors of internal and saaguinary
strife seem almost worse than the en-
durance of bitter wrongs and a tyranni-
cal exercise of governmental power,—
History, howaver, proves that there is
a poiat, beyond which the most spirit.
Jess and servile of peoples will not con-
tinue to remain the passive victims of
despotic cruelty. An ipfurjated popu-
jace rendered desperate by long years
of iron-handed gppression,are not easily
appeased or conquered. As faras Tur-
key is concerned, the consequences are
anquestionably fearful ; but the possi:
bility, may, the probability, if not the
certainty, that the difficalties which af
present perplex the Sultan, will involve
the surrounding nations in a conflict,
wastly more to be deplored than the in-
ternal disturbanges of ap empire, in
which religious intolerance and fiend-
like persecution are in the ascendant,
and in which Mahometan hatred to
Christianity is illustrated by a ruthless
resort to unsparing assassination. This
spirit of the followers of the “ false
prophet’’ has recently been exhibited
in the wholesale butchery of a chrisjiap
community,

14 is too appavent that present Turk-
jsh difficulties will not, in their comse-
quences, be confined within the limits
of the Splian’s domipion; but that
some of the European powers will there-
by be dragged .into hostility with each
other.” For some months there has
been much diplomacy between the
principal Courts of Buropeiin reference
to the situation of Turkey ; but peace
ful results have not been realized. Di-
plomats, in dealing with the matter,
baye heen drawing pearer and pearer
to the dreadful masistorm of a general
war.

May the Great
Ruler of the universe bring order out
of sonfusion, aad mercifully mitigate
the evils of prospeciive ealamities in
the event of a general European war.

~June 26.-—Abont six
o'clock Batu! eyening a disastrous hur-
ricane broke on this place. It came from
the west,and was first noticed Tn the
shape of two black clouds’ which . increas—
ed ropidly in size and approached each
other with great yelocity, They rusheéd
swiftly toward fhe village. “When about
a mile away, at the beginning of Wyckoft
Mountain, the two clouds came together
with a blinding flash of Jightning and &
fearful clap of thunder. The cloud became
a revolving pillar and rushed along the
mountain with a rush and roar that terri-
fied the inhabitants of the yillage, Many
fled across the river to the' open fields.
The cloyd in its progress tore up great
trees, demolished everything in the shape
of 8 building that stood in its path, and
filled the air with timber, trecs, and debris.
The cloud constantly revolved, and now
and then would leap a hundred feet in the
air, and then sweep down upon the earth
with fury. It followed the course of the
mountain for a mile below the village,

A road runs along the base of the moun-
tain, and this was literall  choked up with
the debris thrown down the hurricane.
At point a mile below, thé village the hill
runs clear down to the river, and trom the
road to the opposite side, the stream being
crossed by & long covered bridge, The
hurricane struck this bridge and lifted it
bodily from its abutments, breaking it in
three pieces. One piece was thrown into
a field ten rods away ¢ another, thirty feet
long, and weighing many tons,was carried
a long distance down the stream, into
which it finally fell ; and the third ,almost
as lasge, having been caught in the midst
of the cloud, was borne nearly a mile away
where thc wreck fell on the farm of
Charles Goodman, crashing into his barn-
yasd and killing a cow and & horse. Mr.
Goodman's family saw the black mass com-
ing, and fled in terror to the ficlds. No
damage was done below his farm.

The wind cloud passed off to the south
of the village, and the damage done there

Porraok, (Pa.,

wind accompanying the wind cloud,
which did not seem to cover an area more
than aquarter of & mile wide, It was &
severe gale, however, and unroofed seven
houses in the village, demolished the
steeple of fthe Union Church, removed
several buildings from their foundation,
and uprooted hundreds of tres, rendering
oneor two streets impassible. A small
building containing a calf was lifted in the
air and earrled a hundred feet, when it
fell into the river and floated down the
stream.

When the wind struck the river, it lash-
ed the water into waves,and turned it into
whirl-pools. A party of five young men
were swimming in Blunt’s Eddy, and were
caught by the storm. Branches of trees and
other articles filled the airalong the shore,
o the party thought it safest to remain in
the water. They had a terrible struggle.

There was no loss of life, but several
narrow escapes in the valley during the
progress of ‘the hupricane through it.
William Clark, of this village, attempted
to go to his barn to shut his cow in. He
was lifted from his feet by the gale and
thrown heavily against his house:  He
had two ribs broken and was badly bruis-
ed.

A farmer named Johnson, was driving
along the road when the storm overtook
him. Hejumped from his carriage and
clasped a small tree His horse was
blown - down @an embankment, and
his carriage swept away in o hundred
pieces.

A large raft was moored in the river be.
low where the bridge stood. When the
bridge was cayried away the raft was torn
loose, and was blown clearacross the river,
and forced high and dry on-the other
shore.

Trees were carried three hundred feet.
The steeple on the Union Cnurch was
lifted in the air, and toppled on the roof
of an adjoining house, crushing it in.

Two boys were picking cherries on a
farm half a mile out of the village. They
heard the storm coming and cscaped from
the tree, and reached the shelter of & de-
serted cellar. The next instant the cherry
tree was whirling away with the hurricane,
being torn from its roots as if it had been
a reed,

side of the river,

cane, and saw the road filling up behind
him with bushes and trees. He was ncar
the bridge, and at first thought he would
run and reach¥he shelter, as it was covered.
Fortunately -he changed his mind, and
clambered down the steep bank to the left
of the road. In lessthan fen seconds he
saw the bridge lifted from its foundation
and demolished as stated.

The people who flew from the village
and reached the fields on the other side of
the river had a fuil view of the huericane and
describe the scene as most terrific. The
fury of the storm did not lost langer than
fiftcen minutes, but it left behind it a
scene of desolation and misery. The loss
will reach ten thousand dollars. Nothing
like this storin was ever before seen in this
section.

‘B& On the 2lst jnst., one of the build-
ings of a torpedo factory, near Newark, N.

More than
twenty girls and boys were working in this

In a moment the explosives communicat-
ed to a large number of the oaps that were
piled on an adjoining bench, and before
the inmateg of the building could realize
what had happened the stracturé was lift—
od from its foundation and the youpg un-
fortunates were buried under slivered tizm-
bers and masses of stone apd earth. Fo
add to the horrar of the scene a fire  was
started under the east wall, and the vil-
lagers who hurried to the spot were for ‘a
moment tranfixed with terror. Nearly
every houseliold in Greenville had a young
member amohg, the bagd of employes, and
athers and mothers hastened to the shore
almostfrantic. The fl avere subdued
as soon as possible, and the dead and
ounded were rescued from fhe debris.
wo pérsons were killed instantly, two
were fatally injured, and twenty others
were terribly cut, burned and lacerated.
