In the beginning of the disease, in
mild cases, the above solution of per-
manganate of potassium is all I use,
and all that is needed, as the disease is
local at first, but it rapidly affects the
whole system when seated. In the
stinking form of diptheria this solution
soon destroys all smell, and in every
case it destroys the diptheria membrane
without leaving any bad effect behind.
