Unintentionally perhaps they are
working eastern Canada a eerious. injury,

- the cheap fares offering a great inducement
to those who are inclined to “ Go West” in
these days of the Klondike gold craze. Thé
maritime and upper provinces can ill afford
to have their sturdysons attracted westward
just at a time when the prospects of the the
east are brightening. Every man who goes
to the Klondike will not get rich, even
should he survive the dangers of the trip and
the unhealthy climate; reliable authori-
ties tell us that out of every thousand gold
seekers who camp in the Yukom country
nine hundred and ninety will likely return
poorer than when they entered. Therisk to
be incurred is too great for the end to be
gained. Hitherto the expense of the trip
has been a great bug-bear, but with trans-
continental railway fares reduced by a half
and even more, part of the difficulty is re-
moved. We prescme it is not possible for
the federal government to interfere in this
war of competing transportation lines, but
the eastern press should do all in its power
to throw light on the true situation of affairs
in the new gold country.and dissuade our
people from attempting the hazardous trip
to an unhealty country. The sooner the
railway rate war is ended the betcer for Can-
adian interests.

—The value of Canadion fisheries for 1897
is estimated at twenty millions of dollars,
and these figures tell the story of a steady
increase in the industry for the past forty
years. Oane would think from the enormous
value of the annual catch that instead of in-
creasiog our ficheries would be on the de-
cline, but a glance at the history of the in-
dustry is proof to the contrary. Forty
years ago the value of the catch was placed
at $1,500,000; twenty years ago, $12,000,-
000; ten years ago it had reached §18,000,-
000, and now it is as stated above. The Ca-
nadian goverment Lave evidently pursued a
wise policy in protecting our shore fisheries
from the depredations of foreign fishing
fleets, the result of this protection has not
only encouraged Canadian fishermen to pro-
perly work their preserves, but it bas raised
the market price of the fish caught in our
waters, and has increased the demand from
foreigo markets to such an exteut that the
supply is almost inadequate. Nova Scotia
stands at the head of the Canadian provin-
ces as a fishing ground, the catch in her
waters being valued at over $6,000,000, while
ber closest competitor, New Brunswick, is
over a million dollars behind this estimate.
The province by the sea will compare favor-
ably with any other like area on the face of
the globe in the extent of its great natural

wealth and climatic perfection.
