Farm Workers Will Be Exempted from
Military Service.

Mr. Justice Duffs, first judgment
rendered as Central, Appeal Judge for
Canada on Dec. Tth, makeg it quite
clear that farm workers are entitled
to exemption on the grounds that pro-
duction must -be maintained in order
to sustain the Military power of the
Allies. This ifndgment of the Appeal
judge is binding as law upon appeal
tribunals and local tribunals through-
out the whole country.

Another judgment by Justice Duff,
shows that exemption is favored for
men with all brothers already at the
front or in the service.
