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Probably more wheols 12x{, 12x3 and 12x] aro used than all tho other sizes togethor. 8aw Gumming \Whouls are used,
howover, of all slzes up to 24x14. Tho mout frequent complaint 1s that Emery Wheels harden tho saw 80 that a filo won't touch it.
The answer 18 that youdon’t want & file to touch it. An expert workman will shape and sharpen the toeth with an Emeory \Wheol,
leaving the toeth case ardened, 1o which condition thoe snw will cut about 8§ per cent. more lumber than a soft saw will. Thoss
who waut to use the file, however, bave only to touch tho saw lightly a second timo (afler going all over it onog), and this secoud
touch will cut through the case-hardouned scalo.
