A very intoresting acconnt, in the shape of a govern-
ment blue-book, has just been given of Mr. J. D. For-
syth’s mission to Yarkund. Last year, one Mirza Mo-
hamad Shadee, Envoy from a chioftain known as the
Afalik Ghazeo, and ruling over Kashger or Lastern
Turkestan, requested tho Viceroy of India to permit a
British officer to return with him on s friendly visit to
the court and capital of his master. Mr. Forsyth, C.B.,
was consequently sont to Yarkand, not in any political
character, but merely to gather information upon tho
history and condition of Trrkestan,and the stato and
procpocts of the trade botween that country and India
The double journoy of 2,000 miles was accomplished in
six months, over the highest tract of country in tho
world, without the loss of a single follcwer or a load of
voaggage. The country is a recently established Moham-
medan kingdom, reconquered from the Chineso by ono
Yahoob Beg. Tho governmoent appears to be in tho
main well constituted,and tho peoplo prosperous and con-
tonted. Yarkund lies duo north of Lahore about 500
miles. The principal interest in tho work naturally
consists in the description of ths route through mag-
nificent mountain passes, somo of which aro from two
to four thousand feet higher than tho summit of Mont
Blane. Like other places, with which we are betior

a.cquamted Yarkund has its shops, its collego, its school,
and its gallows ‘fitted up with pulleys 80 as to accom-

modato two criminals at once.” Thecity is scrupnlonsly
