‘Tho turkey hen will set down
when night comes just whese sho happens to be, hut if you drive her loma
a fow times sho will come herself affer that,  Always feed them when they
como home, no matter if they are full of * hoppers.”  Have vour No. 2 pen
in the achard under an apple treo where it is shady.  Have the tnrkey hen's
pen close to the chicken hon's pen, that when the chicken hen weans hor
turkoys they will roon learn to go with the turkey hen,  Give thom 2 dose
of hinck papper iu their fead every cold rain.  And never, no never, gel
oxcited and in a hmry while working with turkeys, if you don’t want them
to get wild and fly all over the plantation,  Turee or fonr weeks hefore sell-
ing, feed all the eorn they will oat,
