This scems to be
duc chiefly W lack of energy on the
part of the Culholic reading publie.

Catholic truth, has a press commiblec
and g news committee, tor the purpose
of correcting grose errors and  great
calumnies against the Catholic Chareh,
a‘nd also for the purpuse of keeping
Lzulmhcs_ posted in the current events,
and wed informed ns Lo the truths that
should be defended.

ANOTIHER RELIGIOUS INSTITUTION

a House ot the Fathers of the Holy
Sacrament.

The Rev. Peter J, Murphy has applied
for the incorporation of an 1nstitution in
Montreal to be founded by the Fathersof
the Holy Sacrament.

There are two houses in France, onein
Belgium and one in Rome. One of those
in Paris, France, is the Mother House,
nnd as soon as the act ofincorporation of
the Montreal House has been passed by
the present session of the Legisiature, he
intends bringing out & number of other
priests from the French House 1o assist
1n the work. The object of the orderis
1o have the Blessed Sacrament exposed
at all hours of the day, and to have suffi-
cient priests to oifer up prayers at all
times. They will celebrate mass ainost
every hour during the mor:ing, and will
also have two assecintions by which the
faithtul may become partakers in the
good works und merits of the religious
congregation of the Most Holy Sacra-
nient ; ane catled Fellowship, the object
of which is the orgunized adoration of
war blessed Tond; the other isaleague
vr society, sinctioned and endowed with
induigenees by Yius IN and Leo NHL
"T'he object is to make known aud honor
hy solemn exposition of the blessed sne
rament the presence on earth of His own
wdorable person under  the sacramental
veil, There 1s olso another sociely con-
nected with this institution, “The Con-
struction,” the object ol which is the
granting of special “indulgences, for the
ofloring of stones for the construction of
a chapel. .

The Rev. Peter J. Murphy will be fur-
ther known as the founder of the Council
of Pablic Instruetion, to be incorporated
in conjunction with the order. This
eouncit, of which there is little known at
present, is for the purpose of giving
Ligher edueation to all classes, and will
be assisted by both the Protestant and
Catholie Sehool Commissioners.

Kneeling beside her are Mary
and Joseph, who have come tobring the
customary thank-offering of & pair of tur-
tle doves. On thelett is the veil of the
temple, the table containing chrew bread
and the seven-branched golden candle-
stick. Between the massive columns
can be secn & _view of Jerusslem. We
have never beheld anything more grand
in conception or more beautiful in color-
ing. It makes one proud to think it is
the work of & lady.  Mrs. Gruber hopes
to finish two other pictures, when she
will send the group to the World’s Fair
in 1893. We feel assured they willcom-
pare favorably with any tapestry pictures
sent by ladies.—Lezington News.
