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"The author very ingeniously attenipts
to show that the 'moral nature,' meaning
the whole range of properly emotional ex-
perience, is probably connected with pro-
cesses in the great sympathetie system, as
the 'intellectual' and the 'active' natures
are connected with processes of the cere-
bro-spinal systen. Suggestions to this
effect have been made before by various
inquirers but nobody has supported the
position by so careful a consideration of
the phenoriena of feeling from the sub-
jective point of view, or has been less dis-
posed to exaggerate the force of the objec-
tive evidence (which, from the nature of
the case is mainly of a deductive charac-
ter). The author's view of feeling, as sub-
jectively manifested in the two funda-
mental couples of opposites - love-hate,
faith-fear (faith not to be coùfoincled with
intellectual belief) is very strikingly worked
out, and so is his view of the special emo-
tions as varying combinations of these
groundforis which diverse intellectual re-
presentations (which he calls 'concepts ').
On the physical side of the case he, at all
events, shows that there can be no sufficient
account given to the expression of feeling
in relatio4 inerely to the cerebro-spinial
nervous systeta. Dr. Bucke writes with a
singular earnestness of conviction, and
even when his arguments are, as they not
seldom are, rather fanciful, the spirit of
them does not cease to be scientific. The
book helips to shed light on the nost oh-
scure and perplexing department of the
psychological field."-Mind.
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
