SUPPLY OF ELECTRIC LIGHT.

Offer of the Saraguay Electric Light
& Power Co.

Montreal, November 3rd 1906.

To His Worship the Mayor and Aldermen of the City of
Montreal.

Gentlemen,

We noticed in yesterday’s papers that the Committee,
appointed to negotiate with the Montreal_ Light, Heat &
Power Company, was favorable to granting a 30 years
exclusive franchise to that Company. We did not expect
that such a privilege would be grapted, and therefore beg
to fyle our objections to the granting of such privilege.

In support of our objection we beg to inform you that
the Saraguay Electric Light & Power Company was in-
corporated by Quebec Letters Patent in May last, with a
capital of $250,000, and now fl.n'm'shes light to the town
and village of St. Lau.rent, Cartlervqle and Bordeaux. We
are now building a line in Ahuntsic and are pleased to
say that all our customers have declared themselves per-
fectly satisfied with our light, tl}’e(‘ rate charged being %
of a cent per Ampere-hour less 357, discount.

When the Company was organized, it was the intention
of the promotors to furnish light and power to the citizens
of Montreal as soon as circumstances would permit; but,
under present conditions, our Boa:rd‘ has unanimously de-
ciled to raise the capital of the Company to a million
dollars ($1,000,000) and to ask from your Council the fol-
lowing privileges:
ering that our Company has gone to considerable
expense with a view to fu?-mshmg the light and power to
the citizens of Montreal, it should be allowed to furnish

ectric current under one of the following conditions:
1°—u; of a cent per Ampere-hour less 357 discount;
9ot of a cent per Ampere-hour less 307 discount and
59 bonus to the City on the total earnings;

go__1; of a cent per Ampere-hour less 307 discount, ana
to impose on the Cqmpany the same conditions as those
jmposed on the Montreal Light, Heat & Power Company.

If it is really the intention of the Council to grant an
exclusive franchise to the Montreal, Light, Heat & Power
Company, we pelieve that an exception should be made in
pur favor, as we are now an existing f:oncern. It.is true
we do not actually operate in the limits of the City, but
you must consider that this is only th(:} matter of a day as
probably very soon all the municipalities, we now operate,
will be annexed to the City.

The City would surely derive as much profit, if not
more from our concern than it would get from the Mont-
