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occasions prior to bis election. His ambition
culminated in bis election by a substantial
mai ority in 1935 and again in 1940. I bave
no doubt that hle contributed a great deal to
the public life of bis county, besides making
lis contribution here in parliament.

I regret to say that I did not know Mr.
Damude personally. During the brief timie
smnce I came here in 1940, 1 do not recali that
I ever had the privilege of meeting him.
I suggest to you, sir, and to this bouse, that
bis untimely death at the comparatively early
age of fifty-two 'exemplifies how fleeting is
buman life and how heavy the toîl among
those in public life.

I desire to associate myself with the Prime
Minister in ahl that lie bas said and in extend-
ing to, the family of the deceased member our
very sincere sympathy.
