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'Me people around the area of the airport are fed up
with the noise and say that we do flot need any more
runways. Yet the goverfiment says they are going to
build a couple of more runways and that we will see
about the safety. Do they care about the safety? One
begins to, wonder.

Only a couple of weeks ago there was a near miss at
'Ibronto airport. I see my hon. colleague across the way
sliaking lis head. I say to hlm that my constituents of
Scarborough-Agincourt are very concerned when they
go to the biggest airport in Canada.

Mr. Mcflermid: 'mey don't fly as much as I do.

Mr. Karygiannis: He says they do not fly as mucli as he
does. Perhaps it is because some of them them might flot
be at the trough as some of our friends happen to be.

Mr. McDermid: On a point of order, Mr. Speaker, the
hon. member made an accusation by inference. I am sure
he would want to reconsider exactly what lie said. He is
suggesting that because a member of Parliament flies
often that lie is at the trougli. I amn sure that is not what
lie meant because lie probably fies just as much as I do.

Mr. Karygiannis: Mr. Speaker, if my hon. colleague
tliouglit tliat I said that lie is at the trougli, absolutely
not.

However, Mr. Speaker, I remind tlie minister of the
En Route-CN Express deal. I wonder when I called thie
minister's office about En Route-CN Express wliy lis
staff would flot bring forward tlie papers. Wliat were
tliey hiding? When CN Express was sold to En Route
were tlie people from CN Express flot supposed to have
a three year guarantee? Bring forward tlie papers.

Mr. Mcflermid: Wliat are you talldng about?

Mr. Karygiannis: Wliat am I talking about? Mr.
Speaker, we have seen privatization. We have seen liow
this government moves into privatization. Yet wlien it
moives to privatize anything it is selling it away.

Mr. McDermid: Poppycock.

Mr. Karygiannis: Mr. Speaker, another thing whidh is
very important is job security. This goverfment wants to
privatize our airports. Yet we are flot sure if the people
at tlie airports who are working for tlie govemrment will
continue to have job security. Wlien tlie government

privatized Air Canada, 2,900 jobs were lost. My lion.
colleague sliakes lis head. If I am wrong on the figures,
then correct me, but 2,900 jobs were lost.

Some hon. members: Oh, oh.

Mr. Karygiannis: Tlank you. If there were a littie bit
more, tliank you.

'Me government states that the quality of service
provided to the public will continue to be at the same
degree of excellence that it is riglit now. I fear that, if this
goes througli, we will find that the quality of service is
diminislied.

Lt is very important, when we talk about privatization,
that we look at this government's record. We liave a
number of examples sucli as the En Route-CN Express
deal and Air Canada. 'Me government is talldng about
privatizing the Harbourfront and Petro-Canada. 'me
governrnent's record lias to be put forward.

We should look at the books when we want to privatize
something, especially something as vital as our airports.
'Me safety of our airports, in the 2Oth century, is very
vital and very important, for the simple reason that by
the year 2000r the Tobronto airport will be one of the
biggest airports in the world. I cannot, for the life of me,
understand and compreliend this government's move on
this partidular issue because I cannot see it as being a
safe move and I see that the public will be hurt. Lo and
behold, we may wake up one momning and find out that,
because of the carelessness of this governnent's action,
we have a major accident. 'Mat will have to be taken into
consideration.

'me other thing that we have to look at is that, riglit
across our country, we have services at major airports
that have been diminished. 'me goverrnent is saying
that we are not going to have firefigliters at airports after
10 o'clock. In Newfoundland after 12 o'clock there is
nobody in the tower to make sure that the planes that
are coniing across are safe.

Somne hon. members: Get it riglit.

Mr. Karygiannis: Members opposite will have a chance
to get their glory but I would like to say that this proposai.
whidh the government is putting forward is a very
dangerous one and we should look at it very carefully.
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
