C> The following letter from Gen. P, B- Porter, was fent by exprefi to John C. 
Spencer, Efq. of this village and received here this afternoon. We fincerely con­
gratulate the readers of the Meffenger upon the gallant achievement it deferibes. 
While we exult in tne glory of our arms, we cannot but feel, deeply feel the lofs of 
the brave Gen. Pike. ' '

DEAR SIR, , ^

“ I have just returned from Fort Niagara, where I 
saw a Captain of the U.45. navy. He is just from Little 
York, the capital of U. Canada, and gives the following 
account, which is confirmed 1>y official dispatches from 
Gen. Dearborn to Gen. Lewis, now here. .•

“ On Tuesday, the 26th (April) at sunrise, Commodore 
• Chauncey, with a squadron of 10 or 12 vessels, appeared 

before York, with Gen. Dearborn and near 3000 Sen. 
The infantry under Brig. Gen. Pike landed, attackeçjL the 
town and batterries in the rear, while the squadron attack­
ed them by water. At 2 p.m. they carried the place, tak­
ing a great nttmber of Indians and militia prisoners, 1000 
Indians being engaged. ' ' Jfl
^Mineral Sheaffe, with a few jugular trbop, nedc their efcape. 
Gen. Pike with about 200 men wereltilled, by the blowing up of 

- a magazine in one of their batteries, and in which they had a train 
of powder for the perpofe. About fifty of the Britifli artillerifts 
were killed by the fame explofion.. The lots on both fides is confid- 
crable. Our army is now m poffeffion of the town and is expeâed 
here fliortly. Our troops behaved with the greateft gallantry. 
Immenfc quantities of military ftores and India goods were taken 
at York, which feems to have been the depot for thofe articles. 
The veffels of the fquadron are not fufficient to bring them away.'»

FURTHER PARTICULARS.
Altho* Gen. Porter does not mention the taking any Britifli vef- 

fell, yet wc arc well informed that a confiderable portion of the en­
emy's lake-navy, was lying at York, and the other part at Kingf- 
ton. It is therefore highly probable that our gallant tars nave eith­
er dellroyed or obtained poffeffion of a fufficient number of the en­
emy’s flops, to enable us very foon to chafe the refidue from the 
lake. „

• By a gentleman direft from Çackett’s harbor we learn that 
force that failed from there on Sunday the 15th, confided of Com. 
Chauncey and about 1000 failors ; with Gèn. Dearborn and Gen. 
Pike, who took with them the 6th, 16th, and 15 th reg‘ts,Col. M‘- 
Clure’s regiment, consisting of the N.York, Albany and 
Baltimore Volunteers, and Capt. Forsyth's qiWnpany, all 
of Infantry; and a detachment from Col. Macomb’s regi­
ment of artillery, in all about 2000 men.
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
