Ottawa, March 13.—Under the per­
sonal direction of lion. E. N. Rhodes, 
who will be elected to the stpyakership 
when tno house meety, arrangements 
are being made by the staff at the mu­
seum building, for-the opening of par­
liament on Monday. The task is con­
siderably lightened tw the circum 
stances that, apart from the ministers 
of the crown and the opposition front 
row; members will nolt have seats as­
signed to tihem. 
will continue to bo the deskmatc of the 
prime minister, and It is likely that 
Hon. N. W. Rowell will sit on hlij 
immediate left with Sir Thomas White 
as his deekmate, the latter occupying 
his customary seat.

There .is no definite indication as yet 
as to who Sir Wilfrid Laurier*» new 
deskmnte will be in place of Hon. 
George P. Graham, who was not a 
candidate alt the last election, but 
Hon. Charles Murphy may sit at the 
left of the opposition leador and Hon. 
Rodolphe Lemieux across the aisle to 
ills right.

The Capacity of the temporary 
chamber will be taxed to its utmost to 
accommodate the increased member­
ship of the new house. In recent ses­
sions, when there was a large at­
tendance for divisions, the rmfjorlty of 
the seats were occupied, altho the 
membership of the house was reduced 
by vacancies. There will be a consid­
erable overflow of government mem­
bers on the opposition side* and It is 
not Improbable that many of the Lib­
eral-Unionists will choose this group 
of seats.

Major Bowie, the recently appointed 
sergeant-at-arms of the house, will 
not be here for the opening or: Mon­
day.

Choice of Deputy Speaker..
The choice of a new deputy speaker

Ottawa, March 13.—The report of the 
commission which enquired Into pilotage 
at the port of Halifax, as the result of 
allegations made following the recent 
disaster, was given out tonight by Hon. 
C. C. Ballantyne, minister of marine. The 
commissioners made a number of recom­
mendations,the most Important being that 
legislation should be enacted appointing 
the minister of marine the pilotage author­
ity for the district.of Halifax. This recom­
mendation Is based on the finding of the 
commissioners, “that the administration 
of the pilotage service by the present 
commission has been found unsatisfac­
tory.”

The commissioners further recommend­
ed that a superintendent having a sea­
going experience, with a clean record, 
should be Immediately , placed In full 
charge of the district., to reorganize and 
administer its affairs, and to be directly 
responsible to the minister. Such super­
intendent, it Is suggested, should not 
have been a pilot of the Halifax pilotage 
district at any time. He should be pro­
vided with a qualified assistant, In order 
that the pilotage office may be kept open 
night and day.

In regard to apprentices, It Is recom­
mended that they should be required, 
after being Indentured to the minister,.to 
pass an examination not lower than that 
required of a second mate of a sea going 
ship before being granted a license as a 
branch pilot. It Is proposed that the 
term of apprenticeship be five years, as 
at present, but, In the case of an appli­
cant possessing a second mate's sea­
going certificate, he may be considered 
as having served two years of appren­
ticeship.

It Is recommended that the apprentice­
ship pilot be employed In accompanying, 
branch pilots during the last three years 
of his apprenticeship.

In view of the fact that the appren­
tices and pilots have not been examined 
since they entered the service, tjie com­
missioners regard It as essential that an 
oculist be appointed, along with an offi­
cial of the' department of marine, to 
effect Immediately the examination of 
the eyesight and hearing of. the pilots 
and apprentices of the Halifax district.

In regard to the use of intoxicating 
liquors, the following recommendations 
are made :

That no pilot or apprentice pilot shall 
be .allowed to use Intoxicating liquors. 
Any Infraction of this rule to be punish! 
able by fine or suspension for the first 
offence, amt dismissal for the second 
offence.
-»That no Intoxicating liquors be per­
mitted to be kept lit the pilotage office 
on board the pilot tender: any lnfrae- 
‘tion of this rule to entail Instant dis­
missal.

The solicitation of gratdltles by pilots, 
It Is recommended! should be forbidden. 
Any Infraction of this rule should be 
considered an offence and dealt with ac­
cordingly.

Should Increase Number.
The commissioners recommend that 

the pilotage authority should provide a 
small launch to transport pilots to and 
from vessels In the harbor. They ex­
press the opinion that the number ot 
pilots should be Increased to 25, and 
should net be less than 20 at any time.

In their report the commissioners say 
that attention was drawn to th<- 'act 
that Intoxicating liquor was beln 9 ;r- 
mltted to be taken on board the ollot 
schooners and there were several 
Instances recorded of Inebriety among 
the pilots. "While the commissioners 
of the district have, recently dismissed 
some of these delinquents,” they say, 
-•wo . cannot but think that they were 
not strict enough In dealing with the 
pilots In this respect,"
