The question of the renewal of the
pavements on King and Queen-streets,
as well as that of the renewal of thé
raile—concerning which the city and
the Street Railway are at issue—
brought two prominent engineers into
this city on SBaturday in the persons of
George Tilson, roadway engineer of
Brooklyn, New York—one of the best
known men of his profession in the
Uniteq States—and Newton J. Ker, the
city engineer of Ottawa. The latter
is well known here as a former assist-
ant engineer of Toronto. He has been
at Ottawa seven years now, and for tl e

first two of these he was assistant city |

engineer theiw; for the remaining five
he has been ghief city engineer. Both

these gentlemen came to Toronto at

the request of City Engineer Rust to
examine the pavements under dispute,

Newton Ker had charge of the work
of ‘laying down seventy miles of track
here In and between 1892 and 1894 at
the time t horsepower . gave (place
to electric traction. That work of con-
version took three years to accomplish,
and was begun on West King-street.

The pavements were. inspected by the
wvisitors on Saturday morning in fHe-
presence of the city engineer and a
number of civic foremen. Reticence is
shown by the experis concerning their
opinions, but it waé stated that a re-
port would be furnished to the city
engineer in due course.

WANTED TO CHEMATE BODY.

“As soon as the news of the death
of Mrs, Todd reached New York,” said
Mr. O’'Reilly, “a man whose interest in
her property has been conspicuous,
went to the Stephen Merritt Burial
Company and ordered that the body
be cremated without being brought to
this city. He could not show sufficient
authority to warrant Manager Merritt
paying any attenti®n to his orders.

“Had it been cremated all the valu-
able evidence secured by the .autopsy
vesterday, indicating that the old wo-
man was murdered, would have been
lost, and the investigation to discover
if she had been drugged before her
death would have been impossible.”

IWAYBEAD OFLASTYER

' Mr. Conmee Ventures Into Figures—
Lumbermen Have Lovely Time
Now to What It Once Was.

| The statement that the cut of lum-~
| ber this year will be over 100,009,000
squage feet greater ‘than last year
! comes from James Conmee, M. P,, one
of the best posted men in the
lumber business in Ontario. His pre-

sent constituency is composed almost
entirely of lumber districts ond he
himself comes from the bush. He is
staying at the King Edward.

“The cut this year I saxpect will total
about 450,000,000 square feet,” said Mr,
Conmee last night.” Of this 150,000,000
wili be cut in the Rainy River 1istrict
for use in Winnipeg and the North-
west The remainder will be cut in fhe
Ottawa valley, north and west of the
Mattawa River. There is nothing to
interfere with a big cut,

“The labor conditions are mush simi-
lar to last year, only men are more
plentiful. The ditficulty during the
past year has been that the companies
were unable to get used to the condi-
tions. Five years ago gn expert buth-
man got only $1¥ a mohth. Now he is
given $26 to $35 a month. Bush team-
sters who are used for pulling logs
around in the narrow bush roads, earn
about $40 a week. The Finland2rs and
Sweeds take to the bush naturally, but
no other emigrants find their way into
that country to any extent.”

*“The comfort of the men is looked
| after much better than it was half a
dozen years 'ago- The food is the great
fmprovement. A cook who has charge
of the feeding of seventy-five men is
paid ag high as $100 a month. The old
fashioned calaboose has disappeared,
In place of the open fire in the middle
of the shanty are big ranges, The
bunks where the men sleep, ‘nstead
of being only rough boards, have a
mattress covering them.
