Aid. Bredln : I haven’t made up my 
mind yet. I am prepared to vote for 
the best man.

Aid. Ben go ugh:. I am Inclined to sup­
port Mr. Southworth. I knew him only 
by reputation, but I am assured by 
those who do know him that he is an 
extremely suitable man. What we want 
is a man of great capacity, executive 
ability and good personal character, 
and I am told that he has these char­
acteristics.

Aid. Ch-urch: The man for the place 
Is James Wilson, who is a trained park 
superintendent, besides being a civil 
engineer. I don’t see that Mr. South- 
worth has the necessary qualifications.
A boom has been gotten up by the 
board of control.

Aid. Chisholm : My choice Is James 
Wilson of Niagara Falls Park. The 
salary fixed Is too large, considering 
that it Isn’t known yet what Mr. South- 
worth can do.
