American ‘maidens and ma-
trons nave shown a disposition 1o take
things 100 easily of late years, apparently
weil -satisfied with thew own goubttul
progress. ‘l'he success of Miss Campbell
should open the eyes of the drowsy to a
realization of the ract that there is more
in golf tnan arinking tear on the lawn
or clubhouse piazza.

On the other side Miss Campbell and
many of the other leading exponents of
the game in her land play nearly all the
time. They practice with the detinite ob-
ject of working up their game and
strengthening the weak points. They do
not try to drive the ball a mile, Miss
Campbell in particular paying a deal more

* attention to direction than distance. So

far as driving ability is concerned, how-
ever, our longest players did not suffer
by comparison with the efforts of Miss
Frances Teacher, a clubmate of Miss
Campbell. Miss Teacher came with a re-
putation as a wonderful driver. She did
hit long balls, exceptionally so, but no
longer than Miss Margaret Curtis or Miss
Anita Phipps.

One point that must always go down to
the credit of Miss Campbell was the way
she played her iron shots off the hard
and baked out turf at Merion, presenting
conditions entirely different from those
she had been accustomed to at home. She
could not have had a harder draw, and
while not compelled to meet Miss M. Cur-
tis or Miss Kate Harley, lt.nrsr%’y be said
that neither showed champio p form at
match play. ‘Miss Harley lost to Miss
M. B. Adams, who in turn fell before Mrs.
Caleb F. Fox, who also defeated Miss
Curtis. Miss Campbell’s hardest match
was with Mrs. C. T. Stout, the former
national and metropolitan champion. Mrs.
Stout practiced hard fer this tournament,
and played in her old time form. There
is little if anything to choose between
these two. If anything Mrs. Stout is
longer off the tee. She plays her irons
heautifully and puts nearly as well as the
Scotch girl. What she needs more than
anything is an expert caddie, for her own
judgment at times Is ‘wofully lacking. At
any rate, Miss Campbell did not hesitate
to say after the tournament that she con-
sidered Mrs. Stout the best woman golfer
in America.

“In marketing his product the manu-
facturer must avail himself of one or
both of two methods. Of these the more
primitive s that of personal solicita~
 {jon; but the modern system, now ac-

cepted almost universally among large
and successful (business fbuilders, is
that of newspaper and magazine ad-
vertising.

The sugccessful ‘salesman who worth-
ily re his house and his goods
will invariably be found to possess cer-
tain qualifications and ‘abilities that
fit him to a pre-eminent degree for the
sptcial work he has in hand. Not to g0
into details, ,we might, however, get
down at the very top of the list of such
qualifications the ability to commeand
attention and gain a hearing in the
tacs of all sorts of dbstacles; next a
certain keenness of insight into the spe-
cial nmeeds and requirements of the pro-
spective buyer; and finally a clear and
definite knowledge of the product oOF
goods that are to be offered for sale.

Enter—The Advertising Salesman.

By an extension of the principles just
stated it is easy to see that the adver-

aedvertising agency man who prepares
the copy and selects the mediums for
the conduct of a great national adver-
Yising campaign—must possess to a
marked degree precisely those quali-
fications that go to the making of the
succeassful personal representative out
gn ctt:he road for the manufactured pro-
uct.

A very short analysis will show this
to be the fact. The successful adver-.
tising mam, thru this wide experience
gained in long campaigning in the na-
tional fleld with products (thanks to
his efforts now become famous) has
learned, as he could have learned in no
o;he»r way, how to attract and hold the
attention of of the public—in other
wonrds, how to get (and keep) the pub-
lic interested in a menitorious article;
and not only interested but also filled
with faith in that article to the point
of purchasing it and continuing to pur-
chase it month after month and year
after yvear. That is what has been
done with such products as Sapolio,
Pears” Soap, Shreddtd Wheat, and per-
haps 57 other well-khown advertised
lines, s .
He Knows His Public.

Almost any salesman understands the
ant of attracting momentary atten-
tion to himself and to his goods. But
the real test of salesmanship comes In
the next succeeding step that must he
taken toward effecting the sale; and
this step imvolves an intimate, first-
hand acquaintance with the needs (and
whims) of the great buying public.

The study and analysis of the world’s
markets—especially of the great Amer-
ican market in all of its diversified as-
pects due to differences of climate, na-
tionality and geographical and local
copditions—must engage the constant
and patient attention of both the sales-
man and the adventising agency. A
form of campaign that might have been
exactly suitable to conditions two years
ago may be absolutely inadequate to
scll the same goods to-day. A style of
n_rg'ument that would win the atten-
tion and hold the confidence of the cos-
mopolitan New Yorker might fait al-
together if used among the firming
population of the newly irnigated table-
lands jof the ‘semi-arid west.. Both
salesman and advertising man
must possess themselves of an exact
knowledge of people and conditions.
Upon such exact knowledge alome can
they hope to build any sort of.lasting
success. .

He Studies the Product.

Finally, all successful salesmanship
involves a closely analytic study of the
product offered for sale. This means
far more than the technical knowledge
possessed by the manufacturer as to
the raw materials used and the pro-
cesses amployed in the evolution of the
finished . product. The salesman’s ac-
quaintance with the goods has speoial
referernice to the uses and adaptability
of the product to the needs of the con-
sumer. In the case of the advertising
man this knowledge must express itself
in the definite form known as ‘‘sales-
manship on paper’—in other words,
pusiness-building publicity that ore-
ates new markets and demonstrates its
worth in actual volume of sales,

To Each His Own Work.

The advertising man cannot under-
take to solve the intricate mechanical
problems involved in the production Gf
a large volume of the product at the
lowest possible cost.

Neither should the manufacturer un-
dertake to enter’into the salesmanship
details of the disposal of his product.
in the world’s markets.

Pach is a epecialist in his own line,
and to each will come the largest mea-
sure of success by confining his at-
tention to the special work that les
next at hand.

The -function of ‘the advertising spe-
cialist is to assist the manufacturer
by means of expert knowledge and ex-
penience in the sale of the product in
the world’s markets. g

Those manufacturers who have learn-
ed this truth and who are consistently
applying it are the ones who are mak-
ing the greatest headway in the world’'s
commercial struggle of to-day:

It is they who ‘have realized the ne-
cessity and the advantage of devoting
their attention to the special field of
production; #t is they who appreciate
most keenly the assistance that can be
rendered them in their sclling problems
by the trained advertising man and by
the well-equipped and efficient agency
service.
