RESTLESSNESS AT ATHENS.

A Revoluitonary Feeling Appears to Exist
at the Grerck Caplial

London, April 27.—~The most serious

feature in the Graeco-Turkish emer

gency Is the revolutionary feeling dis-
played at Athens.

Fx-Minister Ralll, leader of the prin-
cipal opposition group in the Leg sla-
tive Assembly, threatened that unless
the military etaff was changd he
would issue a proclamation to~ the
people. Tis statement acted like oll
upon fire, and the popular excitement
has flared up. Crowds assembled In
the streets to discuse them, and want-
ed to march to the palace to read
them to King (Ceorge. Fortunately
heavy showers drove  the people In-
doors,

M. Delyannis, keenly allve to the ne-
cessity of immediate action, had an au-
dience with the King, and after the
interview announced that the staff of
the Crown Prince wouid be recalled,
and. that ex-Minister Ralli, with three
of hid nominees, General Smolenski,
Gemeral Mavromichali and Col, ‘Dimo-
gmlo, would be" appointed to replace

Lem.

M. Ralll in a pubplisied nterview
fays: ‘The moment Constantine arriv-
ed at the seat of war the sole thought
of, the responsible commanders was
not to attack or to withstand the
Turks, but to effect a m=afe retreat if
necessary. All orders emandted from
the palace. Those issued by anyone
elee were Ignored. When despatches
were sent to General Mavromichali, he
was not where he was supposed to be,

Raili's Conditions Accopted.

London, April 27.—~The Dally Tele
graph’s Athens correspondent says to
day: “All of M. Ralll's conditions have
been accepted. The King gives carte
blanche to his Ministers. As the pub-
lic begins to learn the truth anger
against the palace party increases and
a feeling of hostllity against M. Dely-
annis. is steadily growsng. -Late lasi
night (Monday) crowds are parading
menacingly in the vicinlty of the pal-
ace,

“It is reported on good authority that
arrangements are being made to en-
able the royal family to leave the
country hastily in case of necessity.
People had generally credited the ru-
mors that the Crown Prince would be
recalled and that the Government was
willing to consider peace overtures. It
is impossible to say what will happen
when it is known that the war is to
be continued and the Crown Prince re-
tained in command.”

Smolenski's Appointment Conflrmed.

London, April 27.—The Athens corre-
gpondent of The Times confirms the
appointment of General Smolenski as
chief of staff of the Greek army In
Thessaly, and adds: “Col. Staikos and
Limbritis and Major Constantinides
have been recalled from Crete to serve
on the staff of the Crown Prince. The
Ministerial Palingenesia announces that
all the officers of Constantine’s stafl
have been recalled,

“A telegram received here to-day
(April 26) states that the Turks are
within an hour's march of Voo. The
Greek troops have been withdrawn
from the town and are taking the
woundeéd from the hospitals. Among
the arrivais from Volo are ex-Minister
Ralll, leader of the iargest opposition
group in the Boule, He has bzen at
the scene of war, and was at Larissa
last Friday: evening, He has publish-
ed his views in the Athens newspapers
land has already succeeded in concen-
jtrating upon himself thie attention of
{the public. Some belleve he is prepar
ing to play the role of a Greek Gamr
betta.

“In an intervfew M, Ralli unsparing-
1y denounced Constantine’s staff, which
he holds responsible for all that has
happened. He demies that there was
any real battle at Mati, says the Greek
troops were never defeated at that
point, and attributes the sudden decl
sion to abandon Tyrnavo and Larissa
to the cowardice and incapacity of the
general staft,

“Whatever ‘may be the value of M,
Ralll's strictures.” continues The Times
correspondent, “they seem for the mo-
ment echoed by the voice of the mul
titude. The Greek populace in many
respects. resembles the French, and
the old cry ,'Nous sommes trahis,’ ig
being raised. It is now the fashion
to denounce persons in high places;
and newspapers which only the other
day were eulogizing King George and
M. Delyannis for having placed them-
sclves at the head of a mational cru-
sade are now hounding on the people
against the constituted authorities,

“Some are openly attacking the
Crown Prince. Others go so far as to
announce that he has b2en recalled, the
wish apparently being father to the
thought. Journals which formerly
made war are now trying to make re-
volution. What may be the result of
the present storm of obloguy it is dif-
ficult to foresee.”
