On a, question of the institutes con-
sidering the project of assisting farm-
ers to secure bulls for stud purposes,
the chairman said that the agricultural
department was at present considering
this matter, but he thought that
the institutes could /well put some
of their funds to this purpose.

Creelman, superintendent of the Asgri-
cultural College, Guelph, said that since
February last he had received twenty-
five applications from Canada and the
United States for students of the col-
lege to fill responsible positions at 2x-
perimental farms, colleges, farms, etc.
Thru the up-to-date methods employed
py the Ontario farmers, the total out~
rut had doubled within the last ten
vears, notwithstanding that there had
been no increase.in acreage under cul-
tivation, or in population; in fact, in
the latter there had been a decrease.

Hon. Mr. Dryden emphasized that tho
there might only be a small percentage
of the farmers in any one district in-
terested in the institutes, yet their
work, however small, was bound to ac-
complish good. He further stated that
they wanted practical rather than theo-
retical lecturers. Another meeting will

be held.

mark. Members receive 5 per cent. of
the amounts of their policy every vear
after they reach the. life expectancy
age, and those members who become
! permanently disabled are given $120
{per annum up to half their policies.
| The sums paid in the various benacfits
by the society since its foundation
total more than two millions of dol-
lars. The supreme secretary of the
'order, J. W. Poster, B.A., is always

sister members, and is ever willing to
impart information as to the methods
and advantages of the order.
