I believe a great deal 
of this material, which is a necessary in­
gredient in the manufacture of some very 
formidable kinds of ammunition, reaches 
the enemy, which ought not to reach 
him. On the other hand, we have to be 
very careful in the exercise of our bellig­
erent rights not unduly to infringe on 
the trading interests and legitimate sus­
ceptibilities of neutral powers with which 
we are on terms of perfect amity and 
with which we do not desire to provoke 
anything in the nature of unnecessarily 
gratuitous quarrel."
