FORD FIGHT NON-PARTISAN,

Will Not Allow Democratic Committee
to Handle His Campaign. \

Detroit, Mijch.,, Oct. 4—Henry Ford,
Democratic candidate for the senate,will
not permit his campaign to be handled
by the Democratic state central commit-
tee.. An active campaign on behalf of
his election will begin throughout Michi-
gan as soon as the Liberty l.oan cam-
paign is concluded. It will be conducted
by a non-partisan committee now in
process of organization under the super-
vision of Alfred I.ucking, personal at-
torney for Mr. Ford.

The chairmanship of this committee
has been offered to one prominent Demo-
crat, who rejected it. The non-partisan
committee will have to raise and spend
its own money, according to Mr. Luck-
ing.
