Albany, N. Y., Feb. 8—Harry K. Thaw's
appeal from the decision of the appellate
division, adverse to his contention that he
is being illegally detained in the. state
hospital for the insane at Matteawan, has
been dismissed by the court of appeals.
This practicaly sweeps away his Jast hope
for release. '

Mrs. Thaw, in her petition to the court,
set forth that she believed the health and
person of her son is in constant danger,”
and sought his release because of tiie “un-
precedented and inhuman treatment of a
sane acquitted man in an institution for
the criminal insane.” ;
