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Lord Dynevor (pronounced “Dinniver”) 
whose accession to the House of Lords, 
through his father’s death, creates a va­
cancy in the Conservative ranks in the 
House of Commons, boasts of descent from 
Lady Margaret, half-sister of King Aithur 

the Round Table celebrity, and is chief 
of one of the oldest of Welsh families. He 
is lineally descended in the male line from 
Roderick the Great’ the last King of 
United Wales, who died in the ninth 
tury, and whose three sons divided Wales 
among them. Lord Dynevor is descended 
from the son who inherited the principal­
ity of South Wales,

The family has been in the possession of 
of the Dynevor Castle estate from' time im­
memorial. The ancierit castle itself, which 
dominates the valley of Towy, in Carmar­
thenshire, is in ruins, and the modern 
mansion, which was built a little more 
than 100 years ago, has little pretensions 
to beauty, though its setting, a noble 
park, with its majestic trees many hun­
dred years old, is magnificent.

Lord Dynevor, like most othe^ English­
men of rank, has put in some years as 
private secretary to cabinet ministers, no­
tably to Lord George Hamilton, when 
minister for India, and to Lord Selb 
when first lord of the admiralty. He is 
married to a daughter of Lord Jersey, 
owner of Child’s Bank, in London, and is, 
like his father before him, a great travel­
ler, having been several times round the 
world.

The late Lord Dynevor had a number 
of adventures while travelling and was 
just leaving San Francisco, when the 
earthquake took place there, six years ago, 
escaping with no other loss than that of 

silk hat, which, along ‘with its leather 
hat box perished in the catastrophe.

Lord Gfford
The Lord Gifford whose death has ta­

ken place so suddenly at Old Park; his 
country seat in Sussex, near Chichester, j 
must not be confounded with the young 
Lord Gifford who was in America last 
fall, 'and who is' the eldest son and heir 
of the Marquis of Tweeddale. The Lord 
Gifford who has just been gathered to his 
fathers, was a man of over sixty, who 
won the Victoria Cross during the Ashan- 
to war of 1874, not for one, but for sev­
eral feats of heroism, being the first man 
to enter the Ashanti capital of Cumassie. 
He was again on the staff of Lord Wolse- 
ley in the South African war of 1879, and 
although he did not actually receive the 
surrender of the Zulu king Cetywayo, yet 
it was his close pursuit of the man for 
fifteen days and nights, at the head of a 
party of scouts, x that caused the dusky 
monarch to give himself up to Major Mar­
ier. Afterwârdâ Lord Gifford was coloni­
al secretary for West Australia, and for 
Gibraltar, retiring to take up his life in 
Suasfex, where he was prominent in the 
hunting field.

Of Lord Gifford’s three brothers, Ed­
ward, who was in the navy, was lost in 
the Eurydice, off the Isle of Wight, in 
March 1878, while Maurice who lost an 
arm in the Matabele War, was burned to 
death in a particularly shocking fashion 
last year, paralysis preventing him from 
moving hand or foot to extinguish the 
flames which were consigning him. He left 
a young son, Charles by name, now twelve 
years of age, who becomes the heir to 
the title, his uncle, the new Lord Cliff­
ord, being the only sqrvivor of the late 
lord’s brothers. He is a Member of the 
bar, is married to the widow of Thomas 
Booth, and he has no children.

The peerage was created by George IV. 
in favor of Sir Robert Gifford, as a re­
ward for his energy in prosecuting, as at­
torney general, the unfortunate Q 
Caroline, on the occasion of her trial for 
marital misconduct, by the House of 
Lords. He was the son of an Exeter lin- 
endraper, whose wife was the daughter of 
a butcher of the same city.
